• Provide real value. Instead of just doing your job, fi nd out how your work supports your or-
ganization’s objectives, and then give a little extra to help your it thrive. Talk to your manager 
about what you’ve done and what you can do to add to the organization’s success.

• Listen to feedback. Praise is fun to receive, but often we learn most from criticism. Make a 
point of listening to and considering other people’s points of view, and incorporating their feed-
back into your performance. You’ll show that you’re a team player committed to improvement.

Don’t be afraid to ask for help

Many people avoid asking for advice from fear of being seen as ignorant or incompe-
tent. But soliciting guidance from others can show that you’re open to new ideas and 
focused on success. Here’s how to ask for help and look good doing it:

• Be sure you really need help it. Don’t interrupt a colleague for something you can fi gure 
out on your own with a little more time and eff ort. Save requests for problems that are truly 
diffi  cult to solve.

• Ask the right person. Identify the person who can really help you. You’ll 
irritate your co-workers by asking for help on something that’s outside 
their area of expertise.

• Be direct. Don’t beat around the bush when you need assistance. If you don’t know 
the person, introduce yourself and explain why you think he or she is best person to 
help you out. Most people are happy to lend a hand, and they’ll feel �lattered that you 
think highly of their skills.
