The calendar may not say summer, but it’s here! We still are 
not getting anywhere near enough rain, so the watering ban 
is still in effect. All my sod in the front yard is burnt out; hoping for rain so I can have 

it replaced. For those of you that have beautiful yards full of flowers, please use conservation 
to keep them going (collect rainwater when we get it, use the run-off from your a/c units, etc.) 
and water only as allowed by Pinellas County.

The Park has a number of stray cats mysteriously dying. They are showing symptoms 
of being poisoned, and it is a painful death to watch! I know it seems strange to talk 
about anti-freeze in FL, but some of the northern people have been seen flushing out 
their radiators either in their carport or on the street. This puts antifreeze in water that 
stray cats may drink. Many residents feed the stray cats, but do not think to put water out for 
them. They are constantly drinking from my fountains and bird bath, once they wander into my 
yard. If you feed stray cats, please put water out for them. Anyone caught putting out poisons, 
such as fertilizers and actual poison, where the cats can get to them, will be turned into animal 
control. You don’t have to like cats, but I would like to believe that most people have a good 
heart and would not intentionally poison them! 

During the February Neighborhood Watch meeting, Officer Bowling 
discussed new (and some old) ways to get scammed. The newest one is us-
ing QR codes. Now, some of you probably don’t know what I am talking 
about, which is a good thing! It is a small square box with lines going in all directions; they 
represent code, which can retrieve your information off your phone or tablet, whatever device 
you use to scan them with. They are showing up on the doors of businesses, with a sign saying 
they are closed but information can be found by scanning “this code”. DO NOT DO THIS! If 
a merchant wants you to use a QR code for their business, it will be inside the store or on their 
website. The calls trying to get you to buy gift cards and go to a bitcoin machine are still out 
there. Letters are being received saying you owe a “toll” for driving on a toll road. Unless they 
have a picture of your vehicle, on a date you could have been on a toll road, it is a bogus let-
ter. I know from experience, because my grandson came for a visit and took Chuck’s truck to 
Disney; about two months later, the letter showed up. The emergency calls to Embassy are way 
down, there were only 5 in the most recent month. They used to be in the twenty-something 
before we started the Neighborhood Watch program.

FIRES! Trash fires are never allowed in the Park. The fire department has been called twice 
in one week for two different fires in the Park. Both of them were way beyond a little “ambiance” 
fire in a container with a screen over it. I actually called the Fire Department after the second

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fire and asked them if they could start ticketing residents if they had to come out. 
The bottom line is that fires are a violation of a city ordinance that states fires 
must be twenty-five feet from any structure, which is almost impossible in our 
mobile home park. If we don’t get some rain soon, Pinellas County will be enacting a fire ban, 
which will eliminate even the small fires. While talking about fires, this is a reminder to NOT 
grill under your carport or near your mobile home. The materials are very combustible, and the 
temperature outside keeps them heated already, so it won’t take much more heat to ignite them. 

I would like to thank Bernice Strong and Jacki (and Dennis) Gross for the many years they 
maintained the flower beds at the lake. Dennis built a dock, swing, etc. for everyone’s enjoy-
ment, and the flowers always looked beautiful. A lot of the time they changed colors to match 
the seasons! Cathy Casey recently cleaned up the flower beds, and with the help of maintenance, 
moved some new plants there. It is with the help of residents like these that we will remain a 
“community”.

A big shout-out to Al Ziegler for undertaking the window treatment project in the Clubhouse. 
As you all know, the vertical blinds have been in disrepair for many years. Al volunteered to 
fix them but found that the parts were no longer available. He then came and asked me about 
an alternative, the window shade covering. He got an estimate and I approached the remaining 
Embassy Club’s for a $250 donation each; it was no problem, and when the residents show they 
care, Mr. Larson doesn’t hesitate to pay the difference. (Angela Robinson also donated $250). 
The total cost of the shades and miscellaneous items was just over $4,000. Al not only did all 
the running around, but he also took down the old ones and installed the new ones! Several 
residents offered to help Al, but he did it all by himself; he’s an example of “82” is the new 
“40”. When you see Al around, be sure to thank him. This was a big job. 

For those of you who don’t like the blinds, oh well, maybe they will grow on you. They 
make the Clubhouse look cleaner (remember that the old verticals were on the windows when 
smoking was still allowed). If you have a need to raise or lower the shades, please use the pulls 
gently. I suggest two people raise the larger ones on the door walls. I will be following up on 
the heat and cool loss with the shades, not sure if there is a cheap answer. Tinting the windows 
is t  he only thing I can think of. Remember, this is a large community building, so many of the 
ideas you use in your home are not feasible in this situation.

I plan to clean up and paint the interior of the Clubhouse over the summer. I began with 
having maintenance get rid of the piano. After Fun Night, I will be cleaning out that front hall 
closet; the decorations stored in there will be put into the decorating room. The podium will be 
stored in there; it is only used about three times a year. If you have any “treasures” hanging out 
in that closet, please remove them before they are thrown out. We are working on ideas on how 
to re-cover the bingo board, as blue will not be in my new color scheme.
