Welcome to March, National Noodle Month.
I have 2 topics that are filling my voice mail, e-mail, text and phone message pad.
Let’s start with dogs.  Per the Rules and Regulations, as well as Pinellas County law, 

dogs must be on leash at all times when outside of your home.  The leash must be attached to the 
pet and the owner must have control of the leash, thus control of the pet.  There is no tethering 
(tying outside) of pet allowed.  You are also required to pick up your pet’s waste.  It is also 
considered trespassing if you allow your pet to enter yards without that resident’s permission.  
Retractable leashes are not strictly prohibited, but we strongly recommend against the use of 
this type of leash as the pet is not under your control if you are that far from them.  Leash at all 
times, clean up after your pet and keep them out of yards without express permission.
Speaking of trespassing, stay out of other residents’ yards.  Do not walk through, touch the 
grass/landscaping or move anything that is not in your yard.  It’s rude and you would be highly 
offended if someone did the same to you.
