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FBI:  ELDER FRAUD IS SKYROCKETING.   
(AARP Bulletin August 2025)

Older Americans reported nearly $4.9 billion stolen through 
fraud last year, with an average loss of $83,000 according to 
an annual FBI report released in April.  That’s a stunning 43 

percent increase in one year.  Americans of all ages reported a record 
$16.6 billion stolen through internet scams and fraud in 2024, up 33 percent over 2023’s 
losses, with an average loss of just over $19,000.  The FBI’s report “shows that fraud affects 
people of all ages, but when older adults are victimized, the impact is often catastrophic,” 
says Kathy Stokes, AARP’s director of fraud prevention programs.  Investment scams took 
the largest financial toll on victims 60 and older last year with more than $1.8 billion in total 
reported losses. Cryptocurrency investment fraud is a growing concern, notes Christopher 
Delzotto, section chief for financial crimes, FBI Criminal Investigation Division. Last year the 
FBI received more than 41,000 complaints, with $5.8 billion reported stolen.  Scammers use 
financial grooming, also known as pig butchering:  They pretend to be the victim’s friend or 
romantic interest before suggesting a “sure bet” investment opportunity.  Call the free AARP 
Fraud Watch Network Helpline (877-908-3360) for information and support.

How to report identity theft
To report identity theft, contact:

• The three major credit reporting agencies. Ask them to place fraud alerts and a 

credit freeze on your accounts.
• The fraud department at your credit card issuers, bank, and other places

How to protect yourself from identity theft
• Do not answer phone calls, texts, social media messages, or email from 

numbers or people you do not know.
• Do not share personal information like your bank account number, Social Security 

number, or date of birth.
• Collect your mail every day and place a hold on your mail when you will be 

on vacation or away from your home. 
• Review credit card and bank account statements. Watch for and report 

unauthorized or suspicious transactions.
• Understand how ATM skimming works and how to protect yourself
• Learn when it is safe to use a public Wi-Fi network
• Store personal information, including your Social Security card, in a safe place. Do 

not carry it in your wallet.

The top types of imposter scams:
An imposter scammer may call, text, or email to convince you they are someone 

in authority. They may even use caller ID to make it look like they are calling 
from an o�cial government or business' number. To commit identity theft, they 

try to get you to send money or a gift card or share personal information.

•  Government imposter scams - Unless you contact them �rst, government 
agencies typically initiate communication with you by letter. Unexpected 
contact or demands through any other method may be a scam.

•  IRS imposter scams - scammers pretend you owe the IRS money for taxes and

•  Social Security imposter scams - scammers claim there is a problem with
