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FROM THE PRESIDENT
By Mark Vetter

Do you know what our RESERVE ACCOUNT is?
This account is money set aside for large projects like the sewer 

system, the water valves, the roads, renovation of the laundry/mailrooms, 
renovation of the billiard building, roof replacement on our common buildings, 
remodeling the clubhouse, etc.

A portion of everyone's Maintenance Fees each month go into the Reserve 
Account for handling these projects. We have a Reserve Study done by an independent company 
about every three years to see if we need to make any appropriate changes. The Reserve Study 
prioritizes our projects as there is no way to do them all at the same time. We currently have 
$1,770,000 in the Reserve Account. The sewer project will be spread out over the next 4 years 
and will cost close to $1 million to complete.

When it is done the roads in the Park will be addressed. (We have to do the sewer work first 
because the sewers go under the roads). And that will cost about another $1 million. This year 
our Reserve Money is almost entirely focused in part on the sewer system and remodeling the 
North Laundry/Mailroom.

Some may be asking why the laundry/mailroom? Many of you may not remember or know 
that with Hurricane Milton we had about 2’ of water in that building. We do not know if we 
have mold or warped 2x4’s or other issues behind the walls.

And while the stucco on the outside is fine, much of the wood on the outside of the building 
also needs to be replaced. The work on the laundry/mailroom will be done this summer while 
the seasonal residents are mostly gone. While the work is going on, we will move the mailboxes 
to the South Laundry/Mailroom and the washers and dryers will also be removed temporarily. 
When the work is done the mailboxes, washers and dryers will return to the building.

Lastly, if there is a topic that you would like more information about let me know.
