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FROM THE PRESIDENT

Another new fiscal year has begun…
The new Board has hit the ground running.  We held a combo Workshop 

and Town Hall, followed by the March Board Meeting. A Workshop is 
when the Board meets to discuss topics without comments from the residents.  A 
Town Hall is an open forum meeting where residents are welcome to ask questions 
and make comments.

Lastly, we sponsored a gathering to bring together as many of the newer residents as 
possible.  We invited many of the newer residents and anyone who was interested in the many 
events and various groups happening in our park.

There are a couple of big projects we plan to tackle this year.  The north laundry/mailroom 
needs a renovation due to flood damage from the last hurricane as well as other structural issues.  
The south laundry/mailroom will be renovated next year.  When the major work begins later 
this year it will require us to temporarily move the north mailroom to the Billiards Building so 
that the renovation can be accomplished.

The other big project we plan to begin working on is our sewer system.  We have some very 
old pipes in the park that either will need repaired or replaced. More on both projects as time 
goes by and they progress.

Lastly, I wanted to let everyone know that the proxy item that allows us to use Reserve 
Money to repair damages to our park if there is a major disaster did not pass because we were 
short by over 100 voters on this proxy,  This means that if we have a major disaster this year 
with lots of damage to our common grounds/facilities, we will either have to have a special 
assessment or take out a loan which will cause the monthly maintenance fees to go up (possibly 
substantially) to pay it off.  (A special assessment is an additional separate fee that would be 
charged to all residents to pay for the storm damages.)  I would be glad to address concerns 
regarding this proxy item with anyone so that it is successfully passed at the next annual 
meeting.
