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FROM THE PRESIDENT
By Mark Vetter

In continuing with the theme of Park information and transparency, we are a co-
op mobile home community. Rather than owning a deed to your lot, we each 
hold a renewable lease or “right of occupancy” tied to our share or shares (for 

a few that own more than one share) of ownership.
Each resident owns a share or two with a membership certificate in the 

Clearwater Cascade HOA corporation (except for our 14 Leaseholders), giving each of us the 
right to occupy a specific home lot and to participate in the governance of our park.

All of the land in the park and common facilities (clubhouse, roads, amenities) are owned 
by our HOA corporation. You pay an equal portion of the taxes on the land and facilities 
through your monthly maintenance fees.

Separately, you pay property taxes on your home directly to Pinellas County. Every year 
you receive a tax statement in November. You can receive a 1% discount on personal property 
taxes if paid by February 28/29 (the last day of February). The highest discount of 4% is 
available for payments made in November, with discounts decreasing to 3% in December, 2% 
in January, and 1% in February before becoming delinquent on April 1.

If you do not pay your taxes by April 1, you are hurting our HOA corporation because the 
corporation pays the tax you owe and then we have to track you down to pay us back. The 
message here is: “pay your taxes before April 1st.”

Hopefully, each of you as shareholders is interested in the continued success of our 
community. That is one very important reason why you should be voting every December/
January for your Board candidates and for the amendments, especially for the annual budget 
and major disaster relief.

I will explain more about this in a future article later this year.

FROM THE BOARD
Important Update: Discontinuation of Night Patrol Services

Dear Residents,
After careful consideration, your Board of Directors has unanimously voted to 

discontinue the use of paid night patrol services in our community.
This decision was not made lightly. For many years, the patrol has been part of our efforts 

to promote safety and peace of mind. However, several factors have led us to conclude that 
continuing this service is no longer the most effective or responsible approach.

First, we have faced ongoing challenges in recruiting and retaining reliable patrol 
personnel. This has made consistent coverage difficult to maintain and has reduced the overall 
effectiveness of the program.

Second, it is important to recognize that night patrol personnel do not have law enforcement 
authority. Their role has been limited primarily to observation and reporting, meaning that in 
most situations, their only option is to contact local law enforcement — something any resident 
can do directly when needed.

Additionally, a single patrol individual cannot be present throughout the entire park at all 
times. This limits the ability to prevent incidents or respond quickly across all areas of the 
community.

There are also liability and insurance considerations. Employing patrol personnel introduces 
potential risks to the association, including the possibility of injury to the patrol workers or 
actions taken beyond their scope of authority. These risks have increased over time and are an 
important factor in our decision.

From a financial standpoint, the cost of maintaining a patrol program has continued to rise,

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while the measurable benefits have remained limited. The Board believes the approximate 
$40,000 can be better allocated toward improvements and services that provide broader value 
to all residents.

Finally, modern safety practices emphasize community awareness and direct communication 
with local law enforcement as more effective tools. We encourage all residents to remain 
vigilant, report suspicious activity promptly, and look out for one another as neighbors. The 
non-emergency number for the Pinellas County Sheriff's Office, which handles dispatch for 
Pinellas Park, is (727) 582-6200 or (727) 369-7809. Use these numbers for reporting non-
urgent crimes, police incidents, or to speak with an officer when there is no immediate threat to 
life or safety. Call 911 if you feel an immediate threat to your safety or life.

We remain committed to maintaining a safe and comfortable community. We are looking 
into possibly adding time-of-day locks on the laundry/mailrooms and the spa/hot tub as well as 
placing cameras throughout certain parts of the park. All of these decisions reflect a thoughtful 
evaluation of what best serves our residents both now and in the future.
