Florida State Legislature
S enate Bill 594 has passed unanimously through all committees and is scheduled for a vote

by the full chamber the week of February 9. Let us cross our fingers that this bill is passed

and DeSantis signs it into law. The bill will amend Chapter 420, Part VII, of Florida law
to assist eligible mobile homeowners who own their homes that are placed on leased land with
lot rent payments.

I wanted to thank Lake Haven residents who were able to sign the petition online or in
person that was sent to our State Senator Bill Hooper asking for his support of SB 1550. We
will continue to monitor and update all residents on the progress of this critical bill. Special
shout out to Peggy Poole and Debbie Skorupsky who delivered the leaflets during one of the
coldest days we had this winter and collected signatures in person.

tions among dozens of factors. One in three American adults don’t get enough sleep every

night, and that number may rise if we don’t work collectively to try and improve our sleep
patterns. As health care writer Anna Johansson points out, the effects of sleep deprivation are
dangerous, both in the short and long term:

Insomnia is becoming a problem in our society, and it’s attributable to complex interac-

* Lack of focus and memory. As both a short-term and long-term effect, losing sleep can
interfere with your ability to create new memories, and may make it more difficult to focus
during the day. This makes it difficult to perform in most professional roles.

* Declining cognitive abilities. Sleep loss also hinders your cognitive capacity, making it
more difficult to think critically or solve problems. This gets more intense with more sleep-
lessness over time.

* Obesity and diabetes. There’s evidence to show that chronic sleepless-
ness can lead to obesity, as well as diabetes, which in turn can lead to
even more serious health complications.

* Heart disease and mortality. Chronic lack of sleep may even increase
the likelihood and severity of heart disease, and decrease your lifespan.

Coffee may cut risk of death, studies say
S tarting the day with a cup of coffee helps many of us wake up. New evidence suggests it

may help us live a longer life, too.

In one study written up in the journal Annals of Internal Medicine, researchers at the Uni-
versity of Southern California’s Keck School of Medicine surveyed more than 185,000 Ameri-
cans for 16 years. Their results: People who drank one cup of java a day were 12 percent less
likely to die than those who didn’t, and people who drank two to three cups were less likely to
die by 18 percent—regardless of whether the coffee was caffeinated or not.

In another study reported in the same journal, researchers analyzed data from more than
half a million people across Europe, and found that higher levels of coffee drinking were as-
sociated with a decrease in the risk of death from many causes, including circulatory and diges-
tive tract diseases.

So enjoy your cup of coffee. It may add years to your life.

Older adults may need to increase their
consumption of protein to maintain their lean body mass.
