2 stalks of celery

1 st Street — One empty lot; one single wide for sale; three double wide for sale.
Bay Street — Nine empty lots; five single wide for sale; two double wide for sale.
In summary, the storms of 2024 did double the number of empty lots and there are more
homes for sale. But overall a great majority of the homes in Gateway and their yards and carports
appear clean well maintained.
