•	 Management sends out the following notices:
	🔸1St Violation Letter – notifies Owner of a violation and gives them 10 days from 
the date of the letter to either contact a Board member with a question/concern or 
correct the violation.

You may hear political campaign promises that include cutting or eliminating 
property tax and think that is a good idea. What you won’t hear is the real 
result of cutting property taxes.

If you read in “City Scape” the article submitted by Safety Harbor City Manager, Josh 
Stefanic, you may recall some of the facts and details. Just a brief reminder here and now.

First, understand that property tax is based on the assessed value of the property. If you are 
a full-time Florida resident property owner, you may qualify for the Homestead Exemption 
which will reduce the amount of tax you are required to pay.

Property tax funds support services such as: EMS response, law enforcement, emergency 
management, street repairs and infrastructure maintenance. In addition to the necessities, 
property taxes also provide funding for the library, parks and playgrounds, recreation center 
and special events. Local homeowner’s tax bill includes support funds to Pinella County 
General Fund contributions to the Health Department, EMS, state and local public schools and 
Suncoast Transit Authority.

The reality of what initially sounds like a good thing, “no tax on property/real estate” 
would result in many services and amenities, that make our individual piece of paradise, less 
than. And with the loss of all that makes Safety Harbor a great place to live would deteriorate 
quality of life. Probably affect
