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LOOK TO THE PAST AND THE FUTURE TO SPUR CREATIVITY TODAY

“What could have been” and “what might be” are good 
considerations for creative discussions. Taking the 
opportunity to pursue these topics can lead to new insights 

and ideas. Try the following scenarios and see what emerges:
• “What could have been.” Choose one of your most important 

successes or failures—at work, it might be a retention program that surpassed expectations 
or a customer who got away—and investigate why it turned out that way. Your goal isn’t to 
assign blame or credit—presumably, that’s already been done—but to look for what might 
have been done diff erently. Was a particular benefi t or perk an unexpected hit? Did you 
overlook one of the customer’s key concerns? Then ask how you can apply what you’ve 
discovered.

• “What might be.” The future is always a good topic for imagination. For example, ask 
your employees to imagine yourself at your most enthusiastic and productive. What would 
your job look like in terms of facilities, training, daily tasks, and so on? Consider how you 
can apply what you’ve discovered.

THREE CONDITIONS FOR INSPIRATION

Sometimes we need to fi nd the right environment to be creative. When 
you’re trying to come up with a brilliant (or just workable) idea, set up 
these conditions:

• Boundaries. Set clear parameters—time, budget, materials, and/or other 
resources. When you know you have only limited resources to work with, 
you’ll be more open to combining existing ideas in new ways.

• Pressure. Set a realistic but fi rm deadline. Knowing you have to accomplish your task by a 
fi xed date will focus your thinking.

• Discomfort. Don’t do only what’s easy and familiar. Challenge yourself to step outside of 
your comfort zone. You’ll learn more by stretching yourself and taking new and diff erent 
paths.

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ENERGY DRINK AND VODKA? THINK AGAIN

Energy drinks like Red Bull or Monster Energy are all the rage, and so is 
mixing them with alcohol for a more potent cocktail, especially among 
young people. But is it safe? In research reported on the WebMD website, 

the answer looks like “no.”

Canadian researchers analyzed 13 studies involving alcohol mixed with 
highly caff einated energy drinks. They found a higher rate of injury among people 
indulging in such cocktails compared with simply drinking alcohol by itself. 
Injuries included car accidents, falls, violence, and suicidal behavior.

The authors point out that the stimulant eff ects of energy-drink caff eine can mask the 
impact of alcohol, even though alcohol still has an impairing eff ect on the body and the brain.

WATCH YOUR WAIST IN YOUR 40S TO AVOID DEMENTIA LATER

Carrying belly weight during the 40s appears to increase the risk for dementia in 
the 70s, whereas carrying extra midsection weight later in life isn’t as accurate 
an indicator. Researchers say these fi ndings are disturbing because 50 percent 

of adults in the United States are considered abdominally obese.

Researchers at Kaiser Permanente studied 6,583 people who were between the 
ages of 40 and 45. An average of 36 years later, 16 percent of the participants—
who had been measured for abdominal density—were diagnosed with dementia. 
Abdominal obesity increased the risk of dementia regardless of whether people had 
normal overall weight or were overweight or obese overall—and regardless of the 
health conditions including diabetes, cardiovascular disease, and stroke.
