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EASTER

Easter originated the resurrection from a blend of early Christian celebrations of Jesus 
Christ’s resurrection and pre-Christian, pagan spring festivals honoring renewal, fertility, 
and the vernal equinox.  The Christian holiday was set by the Council of Nicaea to occur 

on the Sunday after the first full moon following the spring equinox.
Easter marks the resurrection of Jesus Christ, which occurred during the Jewish Passover, 

according to the Gospels.  Early Christians in the 2nd century celebrated this as a central, 
annual event.  

The name “Easter” is believed to derive from Eostre or Eastre,, and Anglo-Saxon goddess 
of spring and fertility.  Her festivals, held at the equinox, symbolized the return of life after 
winter. 

Mant traditions, including eggs (representing new life/the sun) and bunnies (representing 
fertility), were adapted from pagan spring rituals and merged with the Christian celebration. 

Early Puritans in America dismissed Easter as pagan, and its widespread, secular, and 
religious, observation in the US did not begin until after the Civil War.  The celebration blends 
the theological, resurrection story of Jesus with ancient, secular customs of spring fertility, 
particularly in the Northern Hemisphere.

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Google answers your health questions
