Message from our Community Manager

Dear Gateway Residents,
I'd like to start by saying thanks to all for a warm welcome back and it is very nice to be 

back and to be in this position. I look forward to helping make Gateway a better place to live.

First, I’d like to say that the park is starting to look nice again after all the chaos that was endured 
last year.

I still see some homes that need a few things fixed and we are being a little lenient on some of 
these repairs, but the small stuff like torn plastic in windows and screens that are ripped need to be 
repaired in a timely manner. Some homes have mold and algae on them and that's a simple wash, 
if you're unable to do this physically, I'm sure one of your neighbors would be happy to help if you 
reach  out to them. Also, I see a lot of storage on carports that are not supposed to be there, please 
store it properly and keep your area neat and clean. 

Bulk pick up is always the last weekend of the month,  typically on the last Saturday. It is 
customary to put your things you want gone at the curb on the last Thursday. This way it doesn't sit 
at the curb for a full week or two, this makes our park look trashy and that's what I'd like to avoid 
doing and you should too.

Second, no parking on the grass as this is a violation of the park's rules and regulations. 
If you have company over be sure to let them know not to do this. If you hire a contractor, same 

thing, be vigilant about their parking and don't be afraid to ask them to move. The reason for this is 
to minimize the damage to the water lines that are buried, some are only a foot or less deep, and the 
weight of the vehicle can damage the pipes. And as you know, this disrupts everyone when we have 
to shut the water down to repair it. 

Third, The Speed limit is 15MPH. Please govern your speed accordingly. We don't need any 
accidents in the park and surely don't want anyone getting hurt, the speed limit is in place for such 
reasons. 

Fourth, if you have a dog and you walk it, always have it on a leash. Put your dog's harness and 
leash on before you open the door so there is no way your dog will get away from you. I don't want 
to see anyone with a dog outside of your home without a leash. Again, this is a violation of the park's 
rules and regulations. I cannot stress this enough; it is a violation. Also, please be respectful to your 
fellow  neighbors and pick up after your dog.

SAFETY IS A PRIORITY

Did you know that April is Distracted Driving Awareness Month?

Even though we’ve all heard the reminders before, it’s important to recognize that 
distracted driving remains a serious and often deadly problem on our roads. Cell 
phones—whether texting, talking, or scrolling through social media—are the leading 

source of distraction. But they’re not the only ones. Simple actions like adjusting the radio 
or GPS, putting on makeup, eating, or drinking can take your attention away from the road. 
When you drive distracted, you lose precious seconds that could be the difference between 
avoiding a close call and experiencing a tragic crash.

This Is What We Can Do: Drive Responsibly
This is a good time to reset and take responsibility for the choices we make behind the wheel.  

Follow these tips for a safer ride:
•	 Need to send a text? Pull over and park in a safe location first.
•	 Ask a passenger to be your “designated texter” and respond to calls or messages for you.
•	 Don’t scroll through apps while driving. If it’s hard to resist, put your phone in the 

trunk, glove box, or back seat until you reach your destination.
Take Action

•	 Remind your friends and family: If you’re in the driver’s seat, it’s the only thing you 
should be doing. No distractions.

•	 If your driver is texting or otherwise distracted, tell them to stop and focus on the road.
