Post 
the decal at eye level on your front door to alert first 
responders that your health care information is in a 
plastic bag attached to the outside of your refrigerator.

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FMO NEWS for Mobile Homeowners – We’re Moving On Up
Sue Peck, Bulletin Editor

In the February issue (on page 26), I told you about House Bill 703 and Senate Bill 1550 
that dealt with lot tenancies and lot rent increases. In this issue I want to share what Florida 
is doing to put mobile homeowners on equal footing with conventional homeowners. 

Florida recognizes that rents are rising, but incomes aren’t. To help alleviate 
that, Senate Bill 594 and House Bill 267 will take effect on July 1, 2026, and 
will remove previous restrictions that said counties could only spend 20% of their 
housing assistance programs, like SHIP (State Housing Initiatives Partnership), 
and LHAP (Local Housing Assistance Plans), for manufactured homeowners. 

These two bills remove that cap and now require counties to include a strategy for providing 
funds to mobile homeowners, including rental assistance for up to 6 months. The programs 
will assist persons and households having annual incomes of not more than 140% of the area’s 
median income. Pinellas County’s median income is $70,300. That means you qualify if your 
household doesn’t make more than $98,420!

Obtaining these funds will require contacting our local county housing or community 
development offices to apply for the new or updated assistance programs under SHIP. I will 
share that process with you once the county starts implementing it.

By the way, House Bill 267 also requires local governments to include strategies for 
addressing the needs of residents impacted by mobile home park closures in their local housing 
assistance plans. …..How nice…

Interesting Fact - The cost of an apartment in Florida:
•	 One-Bedroom Average: ~$1,672 per month.
•	 Two-Bedroom Average: ~$1,997–$3,362 (highest in Miami). This is 31% higher than the 

national average.
