options, aiming to address housing affordability issues. Both the
House and Senate passed Senate Bill 594 unanimously.

When the legislature sends the FMO Bill to the Governor, he has sole discretion on whether
to approve the Bill or veto it to prevent it from becoming law. I’ll let you know what the final
resolution is.

The Federation of Mobile Homeowners (FMO) is the go-to organization representing
mobile homeowners’ interests in Tallahassee. As part of District 2, Section A, members
can stay up-to-date with the latest news and mobile home issues by reading the bi-monthly
magazine, packed with valuable info for all Florida mobile homeowners.
