From the Board of Directors
Roland Doucette, President

We continue to deal with challenges to our deck project, as Pinellas 
County throws roadblock after roadblock into the process. To be 
honest, a simple deck replacement should not create the issues we have been dealing 

with. As of this writing, we have been required to resubmit the permit application 3 times by 
different sub-offices of the permitting office. Hopefully, our next newsletter will bring good 
news on the project.

This has been a very chilly winter in Blue Jay, and our front entrance and clubhouse 
plantings have suffered from the cold. We will be working with our landscaper to put in new 
plantings as soon as they come out of winter storage.

Many of our snowbirds will be leaving for the north in the next few weeks. Here is a 
checklist of items to take care of before you leave –
1.	Make sure someone is in charge of your property and notify the Association who it is. 

Forms for this purpose are in the clubhouse.
2.	Also, use the form to update your contact address with the Association before you leave. 

The forms can be deposited in the Association box on the east side of the clubhouse.
3.	Change the batteries in your sprinkler timer and make sure it is set to the correct time 

(standard, not daylight savings).
4.	Make sure ALL items around your home have been stowed. During hurricane season, a 

mat or mail basket can become a projectile and do damage to your home or that of your 
neighbors.

5.	 If you have storm shutters, lubricate the hinges and locks. An issue we have seen during 
a hurricane over the last several years was it was difficult or, in some cases, impossible to 
lower storm shutters because they were either rusted or frozen in position. Now is the time 
to make sure they work properly, not when we are under a hurricane warning.

For those of you who will be staying in Blue Jay over the summer, please be sure to have 
an emergency plan and supplies in case there is a weather event. Better to be ready and not 
need it than to be scrambling at the last minute. You can go on the Pinellas County website 
and download the latest hurricane bulletins as well as lists of evacuation shelters, shelters that 
handle folks that need a little extra attention, and also pet-friendly shelters. If you would prefer 
a hotel, now is the time to scout out a place you will be comfortable in.

The next Board meeting, the final one until October, will be held on Tuesday, April 21st at 
7:00pm. Mark your calendar and plan to attend.
