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Pointe West: “It Takes All of Us”

Living in paradise means sharing responsibility for the challenges that come 
with it. Two of the most pressing issues we are currently facing are rats and 
drought, both of which can affect our health, our homes, and the quality of 

life we all enjoy. Rats thrive in Largo because our warm climate, dense landscaping, and easy 
access to food, water, and shelter allow them to survive year-round. During dry conditions, 
they may move even closer to homes and shared spaces in search of reliable sources. That’s 
why proper garbage disposal, removing attractants, and conserving water all play an important 
role in protecting our community.

The good news is that small actions by each of us—such as reducing food and water sources 
for pests, using appropriate garbage containers, and conserving water whenever possible—can 
make a meaningful difference. When we all do our part, we help protect the whole community.

READ ON FOR IMPORTANT INFORMATION

Rats and Garbage: Noncompliance will result in fines!
A Florida environmental specialist recently inspected Pointe West, and a follow-up 

email reaffirmed the state requirements outlined in the Florida Administrative Code:

 64E-15.007 Garbage and Refuse Disposal.
(1) Garbage and refuse shall be stored, collected and disposed of in a manner that does not 

create nuisances, odors, rodent harborage, insect breeding, accident hazards, or air pollution.
(2) All garbage shall be stored in containers that are impervious to water and rodent 

vectors and have tight-fitting lids. 
(3) Burning of refuse in the park or camp is prohibited, except in incinerators for which 

the design and location have been approved by the Department of Environmental Protection. 

Although Residents have been notified of this state mandate, enforced by both Pinellas 
County and the City of Largo, some folks are still not in compliance. While it may seem easier 
for both the resident and the collection team to just set out the plastic garbage bag on pick up 
day, that is in violation of the state, county, and city codes. And. . . . . plastic bags of garbage 
in the driveways attract rats. 

The code requires that all household garbage set out for pick-up must be in a garbage 
can with a tight-fitting lid. Residents who continue to disregard this mandate will receive 
notice, then face a fine. 
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IMPORTANT INFORMATION CONTINUED

Conserve Water ~ We’re in a drought!
Severe drought conditions and declining water supplies have led the 

Southwest Florida Water Management District (SWFWMD) to issue a 
Modified Phase III “Extreme” Water Shortage Order. This elevated restriction level emphasizes 
the urgent need for customers throughout Pinellas County and surrounding areas to take 
immediate action to conserve water.

Pointe West’s assigned watering day is Wednesday between the hours of 12:01am and 
4am or 8pm and 11:59pm.

Residents may still hand water (with low volume equipment specifically designed to allow 
water to be placed efficiently within the root zone of the plant) flower beds/pots, or shrubs on 
any day, however, under the Modified Phase III restrictions, it is limited to before 8 a.m. or 
after 6 p.m.

The following wasteful and unnecessary water uses are prohibited:
•	 Leaving a hose unattended;
•	 Hosing down a driveway, solid surface or structure instead of sweeping;
•	 Hand-watering a lawn on a restricted day or more than once a day, except when used for 

spot treatment;
•	 Not fixing an irrigation or plumbing issue, like broken sprinkler heads or outdoor faucets, 

after receiving a verbal or written notice;
•	 Watering during or after rainfall; and
•	 Washing your car at Pointe West.

Remember ~ No Fireworks allowed in the Park

Watch Your Step!

Please remember that there are outside entrances to the restrooms near the 
pool. Do not enter the clubhouse when wet. Wet floors create dangerous 
slipping hazards ~ accidents just waiting to happen!

The number one personal safety threat for most seniors is falls. In practical 
terms, slips and trips usually pose a greater risk than crime. Developing a few simple habits can 
make a big difference in preventing injuries:

•	 Use a flashlight at night.
•	 Watch for uneven sidewalks or clutter.
•	 Avoid entering the clubhouse dripping wet after swimming or being out in the rain.
•	 Clean up wet floors quickly.
•	 Use handrails when available.

As we enter the annual Hurricane Season, we will start seeing lots of good advice and 

resources, including the Pinellas County Guide listed above. Another favorite is provided by 
Denis Phillips, ABC Action News Chief Meteorologist, who shares his family’s list every year.

•	 Charge any device that provides light. Laptops, tablets, cameras, video cameras, and old 
phones. Old cell phones can still be used for dialing 911. Charge external battery backups. 
(Glow sticks also provide light for a few hours. Stand them upright in a glass or jar to 
make a lantern.)

•	 Wash all trash cans, big and small, and fill with water for flushing toilets. Line outdoor 
trash cans with trash bags, fill them with water, and store them in the garage. Add bleach 
to sterilize.

•	 Fill old empty water bottles and other containers with water and keep them near sinks for 
washing hands.

•	 Fill every Tupperware with water and store in the freezer. These will help keep food cold 
longer and serve as a backup water supply.

•	 Fill every tub and sink with water. Cover sinks with Saran Wrap to keep it from collecting 
dust. Fill the washing machine and leave the lid up to store water.

•	 Cook any meats in advance and other perishable foods. You can freeze cooked food. Hard 
boil eggs for snacks for the first day without power.

•	 Be well hydrated before the storm hits and avoid salty foods that make you dehydrated.
•	 Wash all dirty clothes and bed sheets. Anything dirty will smell without the A/C, you 

may need the items, and with no A/C, you'll be sweating a lot. You're going to want clean 
sheets.

•	 Toss out any expired food, clean cat litter boxes, and empty all trash cans in the house, 
including bathrooms. Remove anything that will cause an odor when the A/C is off. If you 
don't have a trash day pickup before the storm, find a dumpster.

•	 Run your dishwasher, don't risk having dirty smelly dishes and you need every container 
for water!

•	 Before the storm, unplug all electronics. There will be power surges during and after the 
storm.

•	 Gas up your car and have a spare gas container for your generator or your car when you 
run out.

•	 Use plastic cups and paper plates. You need water to wash dishes.
•	 I also heard you should freeze a cup of water, place a coin on top after it is frozen, and 

keep this in your freezer to help you gauge the temperature if the power goes out. If the 
coin stays on top, the food is staying frozen. If the coin falls into the water, the freezer 
thawed out, and most food will likely need to be thrown away. This is super helpful if you 
have to leave and come back, as it may appear everything is still frozen, but if the coin is 
in the cup, you will know.

•	 Rule #7. And for those asking, that means "Don't freak out unless I'm freaking out. We’re 
fine". Whatever comes our way, we've got this as long as we stay informed and prepared.
