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DAYLIGHT-SAVING TIME RETURNS
Cindy Taylor, Editor

Reminder:

On Sunday, March 8, 2026, most of the United 
States will set their clocks forward one hour at 
2:00 a.m., marking the start of Daylight Saving 

Time (DST). 

History and Current Practice of Daylight-Saving Time:
DST dates back to World War I, when it was introduced to conserve fuel. Today, the practice 

is governed by federal law, with DST beginning on the second Sunday in March and ending 
on the fi rst Sunday in November. Hawaii, most of Arizona, and several U.S. territories do not 
observe DST, so their clocks remain unchanged.

Impact of Daylight-Saving Time:
This annual ritual is often called “spring forward,” instantly shortens the night by 60 minutes 

and shifts sunrise and sunset later. This change brings longer evenings and more daylight after 
work, it also means darker mornings.

The immediate impact of “springing forward” is felt in sleep patterns. Research shows that 
losing an hour can lead to fatigue, diffi  culty concentrating, and irritability for several days after 
the change. Health experts recommend preparing by gradually adjusting bedtime, getting morning 
sunlight, and avoiding caff eine late in the day. The extra daylight in the evening encourages 
outdoor activities, exercise, and family time, but it’s important to be mindful of the grogginess 
that can linger.

The Future of Daylight-Saving Time:
While debates continue about whether DST should be made permanent, for now, Americans 

will continue to adjust their clocks twice a year. So, continue to embrace the longer evenings, 
and take steps to ease the transition for your body and mind.
