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May Fun Facts & Recipes

May, named after the Roman goddess of growth Maia, is a vibrant month bridging spring 
and summer, filled with traditions like Maypole dances and Cinco de Mayo. Historical 
milestones include Lewis and Clark starting their expedition in 1804 and the patent of 

blue jeans in 1873. May cuisine focuses on fresh spring produce like asparagus and rhubarb.
Seasonal May Recipes

•	 Asparagus Frittata: A perfect spring breakfast featuring fresh asparagus, eggs, and 
herbs.

•	 Rhubarb Pie: A quintessential spring dessert using the tart stalks that appear early in the 
season.

•	 Spinach Lasagna: A savory dish utilizing fresh spring spinach.
•	 Fresh Herb Salad: A light dish focusing on seasonal greens and herbs like mint and 

thyme, which are associated with May.
•	 The world's oldest known written recipes are found on Babylonian cuneiform tablets 

from Mesopotamia, dating to approximately 1730 BCE. These tablets, part of the Yale 
Babylonian Collection, detail about 25, mostly stew-based, recipes featuring ingredients 
like lamb, beets, and onions, with some dishes requiring complex preparation 
techniques.

Key details regarding the earliest known recipes include:
•	 The Tablets: The Yale Culinary Tablets contain the oldest known recipes, with three 

dating to 1730 BCE and another later set.
•	 Ingredients & Method: The recipes are largely for stews or broths, with one known as 

Tuh'u, a lamb stew, featuring ingredients similar to modern dishes like beet, arugula, and 
coriander.

•	 Other Early Examples: Other early recipes include ancient Egyptian depictions of food 
preparation and the Greek cookbook by Mithaecus.

•	 Oldest Dish: A, arguably, much older dish, nettle pudding, has origins dating back to 
6000 BCE in England, though not a "written" recipe from that time.

These tablets, which were unearthed in the 1920s, were initially thought to be medical texts 
before being identified as culinary instructions.

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A lesson in taking chances

A story from the book Art and Fear, by David Bayles and Ted Orland (Im-
age Continuum Press), illustrates the power of taking chances and risk-
ing failure when you’re trying to achieve something of quality:

On the fi rst day of class, a ceramics teacher announced that he was putting 
his students into two groups. Half the students would be graded on quantity of 
works produced, the other half on the quality of just one work. On the fi nal day 
of class, the instructor looked at the pots from both groups and realized that the best pots—
those with the most creative designs and those that seemed most beautiful—all came from the 
group graded on quantity.

As the authors put it: “It seems that while the ‘quantity’ group was busily churning out 
piles of work—and learning from their mistakes—the ‘quality’ group had sat theorizing 
about perfection, and in the end had little more to show for their efforts than grandiose 
theories and a pile of dead clay.”

Take a fresh approach to solving problems

You don’t always want the same old solutions to everyday problems. 
Sometimes you want to try something diff erent. From the Fast Company 
website comes these ideas for fi nding a fresh approach:

• Rephrase the question. The way you frame the problem may limit your options. Teach 
yourself to expand the scope. Instead of, “How can we throw a great birthday party for 
Ted?” Ask, “What can we do to make this a memorable birthday?”

• Look for bad ideas. Seeking perfect solutions can put too much pressure on your creativ-
ity. Give yourself a break and try coming up with some bad ideas. You’ll get them out of 
the way quickly, and sometimes a bad idea can lead to something new and exciting.

• Challenge your assumptions. Take a hard look at your basic beliefs about the situation. 
Is the customer really always right? Is the lowest price necessarily the best deal? Turning 
your assumptions on their heads can suggest a diff erent direction to go in.

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Report: Fiber may prevent breast cancer

Parents and young women concerned about breast cancer may want to 
take note of a study from the journal Pediatrics: Scientists have discov-
ered that adolescents and young women can signifi cantly reduce their 

chances of getting breast cancer later in life by eating a high-fi ber diet early on.

Researchers tracked more than 90,000 women over a period of years. 
Women 27-44 answered questions relating to their diet as adults and in high 
school. The data they collected about fi ber consumption, after screening out other factors like 
race and family history of breast cancer, showed that women who had eaten high amounts of 
fi ber had a 12-19 percent lower chance of getting breast cancer. In addition, women who re-
ported a high fi ber intake during their high school years were found to have a 16 percent lower 
risk of suff ering breast cancer overall, as well as a 24 percent lower risk of being diagnosed 
before menopause.

Fiber from fruits and vegetables appear to offer the most health bene�its.

Keep your workplace a healthy zone

From Ebola to the Zika virus, new diseases seem to be rising every day 
to threaten our health. If you’re a manager, you should do everything 
you can to keep your workforce safe from illness. Take these steps to 

minimize the risks:

• Adjust absentee policies. Many organizations still penalize workers for 
taking sick leave. Let your employees stay home when they’re sick rather 
than risk infecting others.

• Promote hygiene. Post restroom signs urging workers to wash their hands frequently. In-
struct cleaning services to wipe down telephone receivers as well as desk surfaces.

• Plan ahead. Consider how you’d respond if your department experienced a 30 percent 
absentee rate. How can you ensure that essential functions are covered? You can’t stop bad 
things from happening, but you can take steps to keep them from crippling your organiza-
tion.

Report: Fiber may prevent breast cancer

Parents and young women concerned about breast cancer may want to 
take note of a study from the journal Pediatrics: Scientists have discov-
ered that adolescents and young women can signifi cantly reduce their 

chances of getting breast cancer later in life by eating a high-fi ber diet early on.

Researchers tracked more than 90,000 women over a period of years. 
Women 27-44 answered questions relating to their diet as adults and in high 
school. The data they collected about fi ber consumption, after screening out other factors like 
race and family history of breast cancer, showed that women who had eaten high amounts of 
fi ber had a 12-19 percent lower chance of getting breast cancer. In addition, women who re-
ported a high fi ber intake during their high school years were found to have a 16 percent lower 
risk of suff ering breast cancer overall, as well as a 24 percent lower risk of being diagnosed 
before menopause.

Fiber from fruits and vegetables appear to offer the most health bene�its.

Keep your workplace a healthy zone

From Ebola to the Zika virus, new diseases seem to be rising every day 
to threaten our health. If you’re a manager, you should do everything 
you can to keep your workforce safe from illness. Take these steps to 

minimize the risks:

• Adjust absentee policies. Many organizations still penalize workers for 
taking sick leave. Let your employees stay home when they’re sick rather 
than risk infecting others.

• Promote hygiene. Post restroom signs urging workers to wash their hands frequently. In-
struct cleaning services to wipe down telephone receivers as well as desk surfaces.

• Plan ahead. Consider how you’d respond if your department experienced a 30 percent 
absentee rate. How can you ensure that essential functions are covered? You can’t stop bad 
things from happening, but you can take steps to keep them from crippling your organiza-
tion.

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Try these year-round common cold remedies

You can catch a cold any time of the year, no matter what the weather is. Although you 
can’t cure it, you can relieve its symptoms with some simple remedies. Try these:

• Honey. Honey mixed with tea or warm lemon water can relieve coughing and sore 
throat.

• Zinc. Zinc supplements taken within the fi rst few days of having a cold can shorten your 
illness and could prevent a cold in the fi rst place.

• Hot liquids. Hot tea or water can loosen up congestion in your chest and 
sinuses.

• Salt water. Evidence suggests that rinsing your mouth with salty water 
can clear up nasal congestion and unclog your sinuses.

• Vitamin C. Evidence that vitamin C can help you avoid or shorten colds is mixed, although 
research does hint that it may be eff ective for those with a vitamin C defi ciency.

Exercise: More isn’t necessarily better

Losing weight is just a matter of exercising, right? Actually, that may not be the case, ac-
cording to a study of exercise and weight loss reported on the CNN website.

Researchers looked at 332 adults in the U.S., Jamaica, and Africa, measuring their activity 
level over a week. The volunteers displayed a variety of exercise levels from sedentary to ac-
tive. Although those who exercised and were active more burned away more calories than the 
others, their activity tended to hit a plateau—after a certain level, more exercise didn’t produce 
more weight loss.

Switching exercises helped a little, since using different muscles can make your body 
use more energy. But in the long run, a combination of exercise and a reduced-calorie diet 
may be your best bet for losing those unwanted pounds.
