Florida State Legislature

GOOD NEWS

SB 594: Local Housing Assistance Plans — The expectation is the bill will be presented to
Governor DeSantis and become law as part of this legislative session. A great win for mobile
homeowners and opens another opportunity for assistance in paying lot rent.

BAD NEWS

HB 703 and SB 1550: Mobile Home Park Lot Tenancies — Both bills were killed in their
respective committees and will not be considered in this legislative session. The lobbyist for
the Federation of Manufactured Homeowners of Florida is determined to regroup and get this
bill introduced in 2027.

Thank You to all the residents who put in the effort (calls, emails, and petitions) to encourage
support of this bill. It might take a little longer, but do not give up hope on getting this over the
line in the future.

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ﬁ s you may have read or heard in the news, the Florida Legislature has been focused on

the elimination of property tax for primary residences. Unfortunately, the ad valorem
tax that we pay as a pass-through item on our monthly bill is a commercial property tax.

Commercial property permits an increase in the assessed value of up to 10% each year.

Section 4 in House Bill 7031 provides that if the park qualifies, mobile homeowners will
pay property taxes at the residential rate of 3%, rather than the commercial rate. We need the
Senate Bill to have the same language to protect mobile homeowners. We will continue to
monitor the progress of this legislation and may need another CALL TO ACTION if anything
serious develops as part of this legislative session.

Moonlighting strong in the U.S.

oonlight is romantic, but moonlighting at a second job is a different story. The Bureau
Mof Labor Statistics says that about 7.39 million Americans held more than one job in

November 2015. Moonlighting has risen and dipped over the years, from 6.5 percent
of working Americans in November 1996 to 5.6 percent during the recession that started in
2008.

Women tend to be more likely to hold two or more jobs—S5.5 percent of working women,
compared with 4.7 percent of working men. Among younger workers ages 20-24, 5.8 percent
worked multiple jobs in 2014, compared with 4.4 percent of workers 55 years or older.

Almost 90 percent of today’s moonlighters plan to keep working two or more jobs
during 2016. A survey cited by the U.S. News & World Report website found that although
some are dealing with changing family situations or exploring other careers, more than
half maintain a second job in order to meet living expenses.
