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A little praise

When his aide came in to show the reporter
out, he’d say, “Look, I know we’re on a schedule, but we’re having such fun here, could we do an
extra 15 minutes?” Every journalist felt flattered by the attention, which usually resulted in a posi-
tive review of whatever album Bowie was publicizing. Only years later did they realize that he’d
scheduled them for a full hour all along.
