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RECIPE CORNER     
STUFFED PORK CHOPS     

Ingredients:
•	 3 tablespoons of butter
•	 1/4 cup chopped onion
•	 1 1/2 cups of herbed-seasoned stuffing cubes
•	 1/2 cup chicken broth (from 32-oz carton)
•	 1/4 teaspoon dried thyme leaves
•	 4 boneless pork loin chops, 1 inch thick, 

(about 2 1/2 lb.), trimmed of fat
•	 1/2 teaspoon salt
•	 1/4 teaspoon pepper

Instructions:
•	 Heat oven to 425°F. Spray 15x10x1-inch pan with cooking spray, or line with cooking 

parchment paper.
•	 In 10-inch skillet, melt butter over medium heat. Remove 2 tablespoons of melted butter 

into small bowl; set aside. Return skillet to stove. Increase heat to medium-high; add 
onion and cook 1 to 2 minutes or until softened. Add stuffing cubes, broth and thyme; stir 
until liquid is absorbed. Remove from heat.

•	 In thick side of each pork chop, cut a slit about 2 inches deep and 3 inches long to form 
a pocket (do not cut in half.) Spoon about 1/3 cup of stuffing mixture into each pocket; 
pressing mixture in firmly. Brush stuffed chops with reserved melted butter; sprinkle 
both sides of pork with salt and pepper. Place it in pan.

•	 Bake 23 to 28 minutes or until thermometer inserted in stuffing reads 165°F.

Tips:
•	 Serve with gravy for the ultimate comfort food!
•	 For a new flavor twist, replace herbed-seasoned stuffing cubes with cornbread stuffing 

cubes.
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APPLE SLAB PIE WITH CRUMBLE TOPPING  

Ingredients:
  	Pie:

•	 1 box refrigerated pie crust (2 Count), softened as directed on box
•	 1/2 cup of sugar
•	 3 tablespoons all-purpose flour
•	 2 teaspoons apple pie spice or ground cinnamon
•	 9 cups thinly sliced peeled apples (9 medium)

  Streusel:
•	 1 cup all-purpose flour
•	 1/2 cup of sugar
•	 1/4 cup quick-cooking or old-fashioned oats
•	 1/2 cup cold butter, cut into small pieces

Instructions:
•	 Heat oven to 425°F. Remove pie crusts from pouches. 

On lightly floured surface, unroll and stack crusts one 
on top of the other. Roll to 17x12-inch rectangle.

•	 Fit crust into ungreased 15x10x1-inch pan, press it into corners. Fold extra crust even 
with edges of pan.

•	 In large bowl, mix 1/2 cup sugar, 3 tablespoons flour and apple pie spice. Stir in apples 
to coat. Spoon apple mixture into crust-lined pan.

•	 In medium bowl, mix Streusel ingredients, cutting in butter with fork or pastry blender 
until crumbly. Sprinkle evenly over apples.

•	 Bake 33 to 38 minutes or until crust is golden brown, filling is bubbling, and streusel is 
browned. Cool on cooling rack 45 minutes before serving.

Tips:
•	 Try a mix of Gala and Granny Smith apples.
•	 For a little added tartness, add a tablespoon or two of lemon juice to the apple mixture 

before baking.
