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Google answers your health questions

People turn to Google for all kinds of information. Health is always a con-
cern, so naturally the search engine fi elds a lot of questions about diseases 
and symptoms of illness.

inquiries people typed into the Google search bar in 2015 (as reported on the 
CNN website):

• “Is bronchitis contagious?” Answer: Maybe, if it’s the result of a bacterial infection.

• “Is pneumonia contagious?” Answer: It can be, because most cases of pneumonia are 
caused by bacteria.

• “How much water should I drink per day?” Answer: About half as many fl uid ounces 
as your weight in pounds. For example, if you weigh 140 pounds, you should be drinking 
about 70 fl uid ounces per day (nine cups), although factors like heat, exercise, pregnancy, 
and other considerations should be taken into account.

• “How many calories should I consume?” Answer: Check with a dietician to get advice 
tailored to your physical needs.

• “What is Lupus?” Answer: Lupus is a chronic autoimmune disease. Symptoms include 
headaches, fatigue, joint pain, fever, and rashes.

Get in the habit of good health

Maintaining your health is a lifetime project. Stay in good shape and maintain a proper 
weight by cultivating these healthy habits:

• Keep a food diary. Record what you eat, how much, what time you ate, and why you ate 
it. This can help you detect trends aff ecting your weight, health, and mood.

• Keep an activity diary. Keep track of your exercise routine, as well as 
how much and how often you walk or engage in other physical activi-
ties. Try to add a little more exercise every week.

• Prepare to exercise. Get out your workout clothes at night before going 
to bed. This will remind you to exercise and eliminate one excuse for 
skipping it.

• Set concrete goals. Decide what you want to achieve healthwise: Work out three times a 
week, limit sodas to one per weekend, or whatever seems realistic but worthwhile.

• Shop smart. Don’t go to the grocery store when you’re hungry or tired. Make a list of 
nutritious choices and stick to it, resisting the urge to grab high-calorie snacks as you 
wander through the aisles.

Slow down to eat less

Eating too fast can lead to eating too much. But when you’re busy, the temptation to cram 
a meal down your throat may be overwhelming. Here’s how to slow down and savor 
every bite:

• Stop multitasking. Don’t try to eat while you’re working, texting, or doing anything else. 
Turn off  your devices and focus on your meal. You’ll have a better sense of how much 
you’re eating and how full you feel.

• Sit down. Eating over the sink or grazing while you search the refrigerator may result in 
consuming more unneeded calories. Set the table and put your portions on a plate to keep 
control of how much food you’re really eating.

• Chew slowly. Count each bite as you chew your food, and aim for about 20 seconds of 
chewing for each mouthful. You’ll force yourself to slow down, and your food will be di-
gested more easily.
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Moonlighting strong in the U.S.

Moonlight is romantic, but moonlighting at a second job is a diff erent story. The Bureau 
of Labor Statistics says that about 7.39 million Americans held more than one job in 
November 2015. Moonlighting has risen and dipped over the years, from 6.5 percent 

of working Americans in November 1996 to 5.6 percent during the recession that started in 
2008.

Women tend to be more likely to hold two or more jobs—5.5 percent of working women, 
compared with 4.7 percent of working men. Among younger workers ages 20-24, 5.8 percent 
worked multiple jobs in 2014, compared with 4.4 percent of workers 55 years or older.

Almost 90 percent of today’s moonlighters plan to keep working two or more jobs 
during 2016. A survey cited by the U.S. News & World Report website found that although 
some are dealing with changing family situations or exploring other careers, more than 
half maintain a second job in order to meet living expenses.

Tech sector rates highly within the U.S.

We may complain about texting, “listicles,” and viruses, but most people actually have 
pretty positive opinions about technology. A survey by IT staffi  ng organization Mo-
dis, for example, found that 61 percent of us consider the U.S. to be a global leader in 

tech, a trend that 79 percent think will continue for at least the next fi ve years. And 94 percent 
believe that technology education is the most important factor in sustaining U.S. leadership in 
the tech industry.

 
With 19.8 million people working in the technology sector today (a �igure 

expected to rise 1.8 percent a year), tech jobs are highly sought after. Seventy-
four percent of respondents in the Modis survey think that tech jobs are more 
lucrative than those in other �ields. Money isn’t the only consideration, though: Flexible 
hours are drawing workers to the �ield (50 percent consider this a valuable bene�it) along 
with the unlimited vacation time offered by some organizations (named by 21 percent).

Assess the risk before taking on the assignment

Carelessness is the cause of many accidents at work and at home, and one 
cause of carelessness is misunderstanding the risks involved in the tasks you 
carry out. Be on the lookout for these potential pitfalls:

• Overestimating your abilities. Performing a task once or twice may not really provide the 
experience to do it safely. Make sure you have the proper training and tools, and get help 
if it’s necessary.

• Taking shortcuts. You may think that because you’ve done a job for a long time, you can 
take shortcuts to speed your work. Don’t get complacent about safety measures when you 
undertake any sort of risky task.

• Overconfi dence in equipment. The proper tools are important, and keeping them in good 
shape is vital. Check on all equipment before starting a job to ensure that it’s in good repair 
and capable of holding up under stress.

• Depending on rescue. Sometimes people assume that if an accident happens, a co-worker 
or friend can just call 911 and make everything all right. Remember that small problems 
can snowball while you’re waiting for assistance. You may suff er serious injury before 
anyone can show up to help.

• Poor role models. A manager or co-worker may skip safety measures, but that doesn’t 
make it right. Take responsibility for your own welfare in everything you do, and don’t take 
chances even if other people do.

Hold to these safety standards

The Occupational Safety and Health Act requires employers to provide a safe workplace 
for their employees. Although many OSHA regulations target specifi c industries, they’re 
good rules for any organization that wants to ensure the safety and health of its work-

force. Here are a few general areas to monitor:

• Injuries and illnesses. Document and report occupational injuries and 
fatalities, as well as work-related illnesses.

• Walking and working surfaces. Your hallways, workspaces, storage 
rooms, and other areas should be kept clean, organized, and sanitary. 
Stairs must have railings.

• Exits. Employees should have a clear, safe means of getting out of your workplace in the 
event of an emergency.

The older you get, the safer you work?

Are older workers less prone to accidents and injuries? Data from the Bureau of Labor 
Statistics show that in 2014, workers 65 or older suff ered fatal injuries at a rate of 94.2 
per 10,000 employees. That’s lower than the total rate, 107.1 for all workforce popula-

tions, as well as the lowest rate of any other age group.
Take a look at these specifi c types of workplace fatalities among diff erent age groups in 

2014:

Injury    Total injuries  Workers 65 or older
Transportation accidents  1,891   678
Workplace violence  749   188
Equipment/object contact  708   246
Slips, trips, and falls  793   379
Toxic exposure   390   91
Fires/explosions   137   34

Keep a cool head if shooting erupts

Workplace shootings are terrifying news, but you can take steps to protect yourself in 
the event of gunfi re in the offi  ce. Stay safe with these tips:

• Be aware of your surroundings. Tell operators exactly where you are in your workplace 
so police offi  cers and other responders know to watch for you.

• Describe the assailant. The more information you can provide about 
the shooter’s location and appearance, the more easily police can ap-
prehend him or her safely and keep you out of the line of fi re.

• Stay on the line. Don’t call and hang up. Keep talking so you can 
give the 911 operator complete information about what’s going on.
