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Easter Breakfast Casserole
Ingredients

•	 2 Tbsp. salted butter, plus more for the baking dish
•	 1 medium (9- to 12-oz.) baguette, sliced 1/2-inch thick, about 40 to 50 slices
•	 1/2 lb. thinly sliced deli ham
•	 2 cups shredded gruyere cheese or Swiss cheese, divided
•	 8 large eggs
•	 2 cups whole milk, divided
•	 1 cup half-and-half
•	 1/4 cup chopped fresh chives, plus more for sprinkling
•	 2 Tbsp. Dijon mustard
•	 1 Tbsp. chopped fresh thyme, or 1 tsp. dried thyme
•	 1/2 tsp. kosher salt
•	 1/4 tsp. ground black pepper
•	 2 Tbsp. all-purpose flour
•	 Pinch of nutmeg 

Directions
1.	Butter a 13-by-9-inch casserole dish. Place half of the baguette slices in a single layer at the 

bottom of the dish. Shingle slices of ham in a single layer on top of the bread, overlapping 
as necessary. Sprinkle the ham with 1 1/2 cups of shredded cheese.

2.	 In a large bowl, whisk together the eggs, 1/2 cup of milk, half-and-half, chives, Dijon 
mustard, thyme, salt, and 1/4 teaspoon pepper. Pour the mixture evenly over the bread, 
ham, and cheese in the casserole dish. Top with the remaining bread in a single layer, 
pressing gently into the egg mixture.

3.	 In a medium saucepan, melt the butter over medium heat until foamy. Whisk in the flour 
and nutmeg until well combined. Cook, whisking constantly, until the flour smells slightly 
nutty, 1 to 2 minutes. Whisking constantly, slowly stream in the remaining 1 1/2 cups of 
milk, whisking until no lumps remain. Continue whisking over medium heat until the 
sauce thickens and you can run a finger through it on the back of a spoon and the line 
holds, 4 to 5 minutes.

4.	To bake immediately: Preheat the oven to 350°F. Spread the white sauce over the surface 
of the casserole. Sprinkle with the remaining 1/2 cup of cheese. Bake until the top is 
golden and the egg mixture is set in the center, 35 to 40 minutes.

5.	Turn the oven to broil and broil the casserole for 1 to 2 minutes until golden brown. Let 
rest for 10 minutes, then top with more chives and serve.

6.	To make ahead: Spoon the white sauce into a medium bowl or glass measuring cup. Place 
a piece of plastic wrap over the white sauce, pressing into the surface and refrigerate for 
up to 3 days. Cover and refrigerate the casserole overnight, or up to 24 hours.

7.	Preheat the oven to 350°F. Remove the casserole dish from the refrigerator and let it sit at 
room temperature for 30 minutes. Spread the white sauce over the surface of the casserole. 
Sprinkle with the remaining 1/2 cup of cheese. Bake until the top is golden and the egg 
mixture is set in the center, 40 to 45 minutes. 

8.	Turn the oven to broil and broil the casserole for 1 to 2 minutes until golden brown. Let 
rest for 10 minutes, then top with more chives and serve.
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How Did the Easter Bunny and Colored Eggs

Become Easter Symbols?
Every spring, Easter celebrations are filled with chocolate 

bunnies, colorful eggs, and festive baskets. But how did these symbols become part of 
the holiday?

The answer is a blend of ancient spring traditions and Christian meaning.

“Osterhase” was said to lay colorful eggs for well-behaved children, who built nests to receive 
them. German immigrants later brought this tradition to America, where it grew in popularity.

Today, these traditions have blended together into the Easter we know — a celebration filled 
with symbols of hope, renewal, and joy.

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Try this uncommon career advice

Read enough self-help books, and you’ll run across a lot of the same repetitive career advice: 
Work hard, be helpful, go the extra mile. If you’re already doing this, and want to add oomph 
into your career, consider this advice from the Fast Track Promotion website:

• Develop your emotional maturity. Focus on staying calm no matter what happens at work. 
Treat everyone with respect. Learn to choose your words carefully—and more important, rec-
ognize when it’s best not to speak at all.

• Negotiate in good faith. Find out what the other person wants, and work toward a 
mutually satisfying agreement instead of one with winners and losers. In other words, 
seek solutions, not victories.
