HOME MAINTENANCE

Gutters will be the focus for your homes in March. Please take a look around your home 
and take care of cleaning out the gutters from debris. Of course, we also check for other 
home issues. With your help we can keep Sugar Creek looking its best. As always, 

letters will be sent out if you don’t comply. Thank you for your diligence in this matter.

SUGAR CREEK NEW E-MAIL
We have updated our e-mail for the office. Please make a note of the new e-mail; it is office@
sugarcreekfl.com. The forwarding of our old e-mail will stop, so please make this update.

MOBILE HOME INFORMATION
The State of Florida requires a copy of your mobile home titles to be kept in your file in the 
office. If there is a change in any way to the title for your home, the office must be notified. If 
you have not already given us a copy, please send one or bring it in and we can make a copy 
for you.

THE STATE OF FLORIDA INSPECTIONS
The County Health Department performs inspections in the park, including the pool and 
spa. They do not let us know when they are inspecting. They do report to us their findings 
around your homes that will need to be taken care of. One thing, out of many, they look for 
is “harborage”, so look around your home and make sure you do not have any water sitting 
anywhere or piles of debris. 

RULES AND REGULATIONS MONTHLY REMINDER: HOME SITES
11. Except for loading and unloading, all boats, utility trailers, travel trailers, motor homes, etc. 
must be removed from the park.  Loading and unloading will be limited to eight hours.  Repairs 
or remodeling is prohibited. 
If you need another copy of the park rules, please come to the office to pick one up.

PET OWNERS
This is a reminder to all pet owners: Before taking your dog out to do their waste, please let 
them do it on your grass rather than other residents who do not have dogs and do not want them 
to do their business on their lawns. We have residents who take care of their grass so with your 
help, they can continue to have their lawns look great. Also, bring bags with you to collect the 
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waste and do not throw them in other residents’ garbage cans, but throw it your own garbage. 
There is no need for someone to ask you to keep your dog off of their lawn. Respect your 
neighbors’ property and be a responsible pet owner.

DAYLIGHT SAVINGS TIME
Daylight savings time begins on March 8th. Don’t forget to spring ahead and change your 
clocks.
