FROM THE BOARD 
Two articles

1. WHY HOA’S SHOULD VOTE FOR USING RESERVE FUNDS IN THE CASE OF 
A MAJOR DISASTER.

Reserve funds are typically earmarked for specific long-term projects (roofing, paving, 
painting, etc.). Using reserve funds for disaster response is serious and usually requires owner 
approval depending on the governing documents and type of association.

Reserve Funds Are Legally Restricted
Florida law generally restricts reserve funds to their intended purpose unless a majority 

vote of the membership authorizes their use for another purpose.  This protects homeowners 
from reserve funds being misused for day-to-day shortfalls or board mismanagement.

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Ensuring Fairness to All Homeowners
Disasters—hurricanes, floods, fires—often cause uneven damage.
Voting ensures:

•	 Costs are shared fairly
•	 No group feels penalized or ignored
•	 Homeowners understand how their reserves are being spent 
•	 Not voting for this could cause additional special assessments to be made so that 

repairs can be done as a result of storm damage. 
•	 Homeowner approval ensures they understand the consequences before reserves are 

tapped.
•	 Clarity during insurance audits and state reviews

This becomes even more important after hurricanes or other Florida natural disasters.

2. WHY HOMEOWNERS SHOULD VOTE IN FAVOR OF THE ANNUAL BUDGET.
ANNUAL BUDGET
Prevents Financial Mismanagement
Annual budgets determine:

•	 Operating expenses
•	 Contributions to reserves
•	 Long-term project planning

A vote helps ensure the budget accurately reflects community priorities.
Better Alignment With Homeowner Expectations
Budgets set the financial direction for the entire year. Voting ensures:

•	 Homeowners understand major expenses
•	 Community funds go toward what residents’ value
•	 Fewer disputes over assessments or project choices

Stronger Legal and Procedural Protection
While not always required, homeowner participation:

•	 Reduces accusations of improper budget adoption
•	 Provides documented approval if decisions are challenged
•	 Improves compliance with governing documents that do require owner ratification

Crossword Solution
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The courage to try

Life lessons can come from the most unlikely sources if we are open to receiving what 
they have to off er us. For Tricia Goyer, a wife, mother, and accomplished author, a lesson 
in bravery came from her twentysomething son Nathan.

When he announced his plans to write a book, Goyer encouraged him and even promised to 
edit it once the manuscript was completed. With 500 magazine articles bylines and more than 50 
published books of nonfi ction and fi ction, Goyer knew her insight would be benefi cial. She also 
knew that Nathan had a gift for creating and telling stories, which had been a favorite pastime since 
his childhood.

As Goyer edited Nathan’s rough draft she realized that her son had a talent for writing and de-
cided they should hire a professional editor to review the text. The editor also liked Nathan’s work 
and off ered the aspiring novelist some constructive feedback.

After the rewrites were fi nished, Goyer told her son to start weighing his options about next 
steps in the publishing process. He could go the traditional route and work with a publisher, or 
self-publish. Nathan told her he’d need time to think things over and then excused himself to run 
an errand. He returned a short time later and announced that he would self-publish his work as an 
e-book. The next day his novel Bask was for sale on Amazon.com. It has even received a few posi-
tive reviews.

For Goyer, taking those next steps in the process of publishing one of her many books has 
never been something she could act on with that kind of certainty or effi  ciency. She says she would 
fi rst share copies with as many as 20 friends and consider their feedback. Next she might attend a 
workshop or conference to solicit even more feedback and advice before deciding which route to 
take.
