Park Management is scheduling the work with the 
contractor this summer so the work can begin in October. The duration of the project is To Be 
Determined.

Florida State Legislature – CALL TO ACTION

SB 594: Local Housing Assistance Plans – The bill is still pending approval and signature 
from Governor DeSantis. The bill will allow counties to expend certain funds, already available 
to traditional homeowners, for lot rent assistance.

If you have not done so already, it is not too late to send Governor DeSantis an email - 
Subject: Sign SB 594 “Local Housing Assistance Bill”. Go to: flgov.com and go down to 
“Contact Governor Ron DeSantis”.

As of May 11, 2026, Governor DeSantis has signed 72 of the 237 bills passed by lawmakers 
during the 2026 legislative session. We need SB 594 to become law!

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Lake Haven Hot Topics
Towing Service Information

The towing service was engaged by ELS/Park Management to enforce parking compliance 
(on the streets overnight and at the amenities). They do NOT have any plans to cancel 
the service.
•	 The Lake Haven Homeowners Association was NEVER involved or part of the decision 

to engage the towing service.
•	 Florida House Bill HB 179 became law effective July 1, 2024, allowing Florida towing 

companies to charge a lien release fee of up to $250. This is the reason some residents 
recall the towing fees being almost half of what they are currently.

Here are the rates that the towing service currently charges:
$147.00 for the hook up
$250.00 State administered lien release fee.
$5.00/mile transport fee (not to exceed 10 miles).

•	 The Lot Rent Negotiation Team was responsible for procuring a set of parking passes 
that are available to residents if they need to park at one of the amenities overnight, 
and the office is closed. You can get a parking pass from Cheryl Mathews - Lot 118, 
Grace McDonald - Lot 240, and Bobby Kawasaki Lot 478 / phone/text (331) 999-4198 
- Passes are available TODAY.

•	 Lake Haven Rd is a public street, and parking is permitted anytime in the designated 
spots. Do not block mailboxes if you must park on Lake Haven Rd.

Flying in the face of disaster 

In the 1980s and early ’90s, Continental Airlines was a disas-
ter. The organization had gone bankrupt twice and was on 
its way to a third (and fi nal) catastrophe. It had gone through 10 presidents in 10 years, and 

employees mistrusted management. 

Then in 1994 Gordon Bethune stepped in. Instead of running around willy-nilly trying to 
stamp out the various raging fi res, Bethune took a step back to return to the basics. He identi-
fi ed Continental’s key goals so that employees’ eff orts would be concentrated on them rather 
than diff used by the disaster of the moment. One of his areas of focus was creating a corporate 
culture. Without the commitment of the employees, the other goals would be impossible. 

Drawing on the organization’s history of excellence in service, he rallied the workforce. 
Bethune discovered that the employees weren’t bad—they just worked in a dysfunctional or-
ganization. So they were quick to get behind his new leadership. 

Senior management was a diff erent story. Bethune knew he had to make wholesale chang-
es, and that meant getting rid of the bureaucracy. In a couple of months, Bethune and his top 
executives replaced 50 of the company’s 61 offi  cers with 20 top-notch people. 

The changes were dramatic. In one year’s time, Continental went from being ranked the 
worst in customer satisfaction among major airlines to fi rst.

The birth of ‘excellence’ 

Tom Peters didn’t exactly give birth to excellence, but he did establish the idea that com-
panies can achieve excellence under the inspiration of a management guru—like himself. 

It all began in the spring of 1978. John Larson of McKinsey’s San Francisco offi  ce was set 
to give a presentation to a client. But his computer crashed and took with it his notes. He turned 
to another consultant, Tom Peters, to throw together a presentation that would satisfy the client. 

Peters had just returned from traveling the world to compile research on best practices in 
business. Up until then, his research had been collecting dust after he had presented it to the 
McKinsey powers that be. With an opportunity to present his fi ndings again, Peters gathered 
his data. In search of a sexy title to give his presentation, Peters came up with 
“Excellence.” It was a hit. 

Eventually, Peters edited the material into a manuscript. Continuing with the 
idea of excellence, he titled the book The Secrets of Excellence. But the title didn’t fl y with the 
McKinsey folks, who feared that clients would think the company was selling the secrets of 
client operations. In 1982, Peters and co-author Robert Waterman renamed it the more politi-
cally astute In Search of Excellence. And thus was excellence born.

Mix these ingredients for cultural creativity 

Do you want to nurture a culture of creativity in your organization? Try to build in these 
essential ingredients: 

• Curiosity. Ask people questions that challenge the conventional wisdom. En-
courage them to stretch boundaries and take chances on new opportunities. 

• Emotion. People who love what they do are better at generating new ideas about their 
work. Hire and support people who show a real enthusiasm for your organization and its 
mission. 

• Tolerance. People won’t suggest ideas if they’re afraid of being punished for failure. En-
courage risk taking by showing forgiveness when things don’t work out, as long as people 
are giving their best eff orts. 

• Direction. A clear sense of what you want to achieve will help people fo-
cus their ideas. Have a concrete mission statement that tells everyone what 
you’re trying to do, why it’s important, and how it will benefi t everyone.

What do the instructions say? Creativity expert 

Yoram Solomon often conducts workshops that teach people to approach problems with 
an open mind. In one exercise (recounted on the Inc. magazine website), he asks partici-
pants to build a structure out of a sheet of paper. Some cut the paper into smaller pieces, 

although his instructions don’t specifi cally say they can. 

Once everyone is fi nished, Solomon asks, “Did the instructions allow you 
to cut the paper?” Most believe they’ve done something wrong. But one person 
usually pipes up with, “You didn’t say we couldn’t, either.” 

“To be creative,” Solomon points out, “don’t assume restrictions that 
don’t really exist.”

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Beware these creativity myths 

Creativity can seem magical and mysterious, but you shouldn’t 
make assumptions that can hold your imagination back. 
Watch out for these misconceptions that can impede your ef-

forts to fi nd innovative ideas and solutions: 

• The “eureka” moment. Many people believe that creativity 
is a sudden fl ash of insight. More often it’s the result of re-
search and persistence, immersing yourself in a subject, and 
then building on what you learn. 

• Inborn creativity. You aren’t necessarily born with the abil-
ity—or inability—to think creatively. You can learn the knack 
by asking questions, looking at things in new ways, and chal-
lenging the status quo. 

• Uniqueness. Good ideas don’t always spring from something new. Often the best ideas and 
solutions come from combining separate elements in diff erent ways.

• Lone wolves. The stereotype of the genius working alone in an offi  ce or laboratory is 
misleading at best. Although some mavericks do produce good ideas totally on their own, 
many of the best ideas and solutions are the result of collaboration by smart, motivated 
people. 

• Brainstorming. Brainstorming sessions can produce results if they’re focused on a spe-
cifi c issue. If it’s just a free-form session of throwing ideas around, chances are you won’t 
generate practical solutions. Keep the discussion centered on the problem you’re trying to 
solve. 

• No limits. Creativity may seem to thrive on the concept of thinking beyond boundaries. 
In reality, constraints can force your thinking in the right direction. Try setting some limits 
to what you want to create—size, budget, deadlines—and see how that helps focus your 
imagination.

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Try ginger for its health benefits 

Looking to get over a cold a little more quickly, or ease muscle soreness? A 
little ginger may help. Check out this list of ginger’s healthy benefi ts from 
the Huffi  ngton Post website: 

• The common cold. Some research suggests that ginger helps your 
body sweat out a cold, as well as producing a germ-�ighting agent called dermicidin, 
which can protect you from bacteria and fungi. 

• Muscle aches. One study by the American Pain Society found that taking two grams 
of ginger for 11 days can signi�icantly reduce aches and muscle soreness caused by exer-
cise. That’s because ginger contains anti-in�lammatory compounds known as gingerols, 
which prevent the transmission of pain from in�lammation. Try adding a few slices of 
ginger every time you drink a glass of water. 

• Indigestion. Ginger can help speed up the digestive process, allowing you to empty 
your stomach faster. It also helps eliminate excess gas from the intestinal tract.

Watch out for ‘masked’ hypertension 

Being diagnosed with high blood pressure may be scary, but thinking your 
blood pressure is normal when it’s not? Scarier still. 

The Live Science website reports that almost one in eight Americans 
who believe their blood pressure is just �ine may really have a masked form 
of hypertension that doesn’t show up when they visit their doctors. Instead 
their blood pressure is elevated during their daily activities, so they may be at increased 
risk of heart disease without realizing it. To diagnose masked hypertension, researchers 
suggest wearing 12-hour blood pressure monitors that take readings through the day. 

The �lip side of this phenomenon is so-called “white-coat hypertension,” in which pa-
tients’ blood pressure increases at the doctor’s of�ice (possibly from nervousness?) but is 
normal the rest of the time. Unlike masked hypertension, these people don’t appear to be 
at a higher risk of heart disease.

Cleaner air = longer life 

Take a deep breath. Lots of them. You’ll be breathing longer these days, thanks to im-
proved air quality. Researchers at Brigham Young University and the Harvard School 
of Public Health, writing in the New England Journal of Medicine, say that since the 

introduction of the Clean Air Act in 1978, Americans’ life expectancy has increased by 2.72 
years. Although changes in smoking habits and better socioeconomic living conditions are a 
major factor in our increased longevity, the scientists note that as much as fi ve weeks of our 
lengthened lifespans are due to better air because of cuts in auto emissions, steel mills, diesel 
engines, and coal-fi red power plants.

Exercise may improve cognitive functions in stroke patients 

Exercise is essential to good health for everyone. Now a re-
cent study suggests that an exercise routine can have positive 
mental health benefi ts for stroke survivors. 

A stroke cuts off  the fl ow of blood to the brain, and frequently leaves survivors with physi-
cal and mental impairments. An analysis of 13 clinical trials at the University of Pittsburgh 
appears to indicate that moderate aerobic exercise along with strength and balance training is 
eff ective at helping survivors regain such cognitive skills as attention and processing speed. 
Exercise programs of four to 12 weeks can be benefi cial, even long after a stroke occurs.  

The most eff ective programs emphasized strength, balance, stretching, and aerobic fi tness 
that increases your heart rate just enough to make patients sweat. Instead of an intense work-
out, walking on a treadmill or riding a recumbent bike appears to have a positive impact—im-
portant news for anyone dealing with the aftermath of a stroke.
