The HOA board wants to wish you and your families a HAPPY NEW YEAR! Thank You 
for all you do to make Lake Haven a wonderful place to live. We are grateful for your 
continued support and involvement. We are looking forward to another year serving this 

community.

Capital Expenditure Updates for 2025 / 2026
At the time of this writing (December 5th, 2025) work on the Park 1 Pool Heater installation 

and Park 3 Canal Seawall reinforcement have not been started. We will continue to track and 
report progress on those projects as we head into the New Year.

ELS Management (Park and Regional managers) has assured us that 2026 Capital 
Expenditure dollars will NOT be used to complete these projects. The funding for any 
incomplete projects will be rolled into this year. ELS does not and is not required to provide 
any transparency into the costs of these projects. Our best way to determine if that is a factual 
statement will be the number/size of 2026 projects. We expect to hear about the projects funded 
for 2026 by the middle of this month (January).

Florida State Legislature
If you have had the opportunity to attend a HOA meeting in 2025, you have us provide 

updates on the Florida State Legislature and bills related to Mobile Home Ownership. The 
HOA are members of a grass roots organization called the Federation of Manufactured 
Homeowners of Florida (FMO). The mission and purpose of the FMO is to promote its 
members' general welfare, protect the rights and interests of, and be a consumer advocate 
for manufactured/mobile homeowners. Through membership dues the FMO has been able 
to retain a lobbyist in the Florida State Legislature. In my tenure with the HOA, I strongly 
believe this is the most effective way available for us to level the playing field between Park 
Owners and Mobile Homeowners.

One of the bills that will be introduced in the upcoming legislative session is HB 267: 
Local Housing Assistance Plans. The bill sponsors include Representative Paula Stark and 
Kimberly Berfield (our representative). The bill is important because it finally recognizes 
mobile homeowners as ACTUAL homeowners and makes financial assistance programs 
available to us. These programs are already in place and funded in the State of Florida and 
would allow mobile homeowners to benefit from them.

We will continue to provide updates in this section of the newsletter and in the HOA 
meetings on the progress of this bill and anything related to mobile home ownership.

Proposal for 2026
One of the HOA Boards’ goals from 2025 was to continue to foster the idea and work as 

single Lake Haven community. Our identities as three parks will always be at the foundation 
and never go away, but does it make sense to have four associations (three park associations 
and a homeowner’s association) comprised of over 20 residents serving similar functions. In 
2026 I would like all of us to consider some level of consolidation. It is not anything that can 
be done quickly and without input from all our members and residents.

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The courage to try

Life lessons can come from the most unlikely sources if we are open to receiving what 
they have to off er us. For Tricia Goyer, a wife, mother, and accomplished author, a lesson 
in bravery came from her twentysomething son Nathan.

When he announced his plans to write a book, Goyer encouraged him and even promised to 
edit it once the manuscript was completed. With 500 magazine articles bylines and more than 50 
published books of nonfi ction and fi ction, Goyer knew her insight would be benefi cial. She also 
knew that Nathan had a gift for creating and telling stories, which had been a favorite pastime since 
his childhood.

As Goyer edited Nathan’s rough draft she realized that her son had a talent for writing and de-
cided they should hire a professional editor to review the text. The editor also liked Nathan’s work 
and off ered the aspiring novelist some constructive feedback.

After the rewrites were fi nished, Goyer told her son to start weighing his options about next 
steps in the publishing process. He could go the traditional route and work with a publisher, or 
self-publish. Nathan told her he’d need time to think things over and then excused himself to run 
an errand. He returned a short time later and announced that he would self-publish his work as an 
e-book. The next day his novel Bask was for sale on Amazon.com. It has even received a few posi-
tive reviews.

For Goyer, taking those next steps in the process of publishing one of her many books has 
never been something she could act on with that kind of certainty or effi  ciency. She says she would 
fi rst share copies with as many as 20 friends and consider their feedback. Next she might attend a 
workshop or conference to solicit even more feedback and advice before deciding which route to 
take.

Nathan has inspired Goyer to believe that “sometimes we just need to roll up our sleeves and 
do what we’ve been afraid to try.”

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Follow these tips to avoid accidents at home

Every year about 30,000 fatal accidents occur in people’s homes, most of 
which were largely preventable. Making your home accident-proof isn’t 
hard. To make sure your home is a safe home, review this safety checklist:

• Stairwells, stoops and steps. Tack down loose carpeting, augment dim lighting, and bolt 
handrails to walls with long screws.

• Exterior walkways and steps. If painted, repaint with a nonslip additive that prevents 
slipping or affi  x with nonslip strips.

• Electric garage door. Test periodically to make sure the safety stop mechanism is opera-
tional.

• Free-standing furniture. Secure bookshelves and storage units to walls with angled 
brackets, screws or bolts.

• Gas and water cutoff  valves. Know how to close them. Use tags to identify each one, if 
necessary.

• Heating and water system. Have the vent stacks professionally checked annually to pre-
vent toxic gases from entering the home.

• Water heater. Set temperature at or below 120 degrees Fahrenheit. Test highest tempera-
ture in running water with meat thermometer. Alternatively, install an anti-scald device on 
faucets and showerheads.

• Clothes dryer. Make sure it vents directly outside, not through a chimney fl ue, as lint is 
combustible and the fumes can be toxic.

• Radiators. Cover with a frame that is not touching the unit.
• Steam irons. Always unplug before fi lling with water.
• Toasters. Avoid toasting sugarcoated or fi lled pastries because the sugar can ooze, gum-

ming up the inside and causing a fi re.
• All appliances. Check to make sure they have UL listings, which guarantee the product 

meets safety standards. And make sure electrical appliances are not next to heating equip-
ment.

• Light switches. Relocate any that are within reaching distance of a tub or shower.
• Electrical cords and plugs. Replace any worn piece, as they cause many household fi res. 

Keep out of high traffi  c areas where they can trip children and adults. And never run under 
carpeting or rugs.

• Extension cords. Avoid using. If necessary, use cords with the same or greater wattage/
amperage than the appliance. Never run under carpeting or rugs.

• Electrical panel box. Ensure there’s a main disconnect to cut off  all power in case of a fi re. 
Also, properly mark all circuit breakers.
