Whataburger has filed plans to open a new restaurant at 10150 Ulmerton Road in Largo.

REUBEN CASSEROLE    

Ingredients:
•	 7 cups cubed pumpernickel bread (about 10 slices)
•	 1/3 cup of butter, melted
•	 1 lb. thinly sliced deli corned beef, coarsely chopped
•	 1/2 cup Thousand Island dressing
•	 1 can (14 oz) sauerkraut, thoroughly drained
•	 1 teaspoon caraway seed
•	 2 cups shredded Swiss cheese (8 oz)
•	 Additional thousand Island dressing, if desired

Instructions:
•	 Heat oven to 400°F. Spray 13x9-inch (3-quart) glass baking dish with cooking spray. In 

large bowl, mix bread cubes and melted butter; toss to mix well.
•	 Place 4 cups of the bread cubes in baking dish. Top with layers as follows: 2 cups of the 

corned beef, 1/2 cup dressing, the sauerkraut, caraway seed, 1 cup of the cheese, remaining 
corned beef and remaining 3 cups bread cubes. Cover with foil; bake 25 minutes.

•	 Remove foil; sprinkle with remaining 1 cup cheese. Bake 5 to 10 minutes or until cheese 
is melted and casserole is heated through. Serve with additional dressing.

Tips:
•	 This Reuben sandwich casserole can be assembled up to an hour ahead of time and baked 

when you’re ready to eat.
•	 Don’t care for caraway seed? This Reuben Casserole tastes great with or without.
•	 Try substituting sliced deli turkey for the corned beef in this Reuben sandwich casserole 

recipe.

RECIPE CORNER
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CHOCOLATE-TOFFEE ICE CREAM SQUARES   

Ingredients:
•	 •	 1 roll (16.5 oz) Sugar Cookie Dough
•	 •	 3/4 cup chocolate-coated toffee bits
•	 •	 1 1/2 cups of whipping cream
•	 •	 3 tablespoons powdered sugar
•	 •	 1 quart (4 cups) chocolate ice cream, slightly softened
•	 •	 1 jar (11.75 oz) hot fudge topping (1 1/4 cups), room temperature

Instructions:
•	 Heat oven to 350°F. Cut cookie dough into 1/2-inch slices. In bottom of ungreased 13x9-

inch pan, arrange slices. With floured fingers, press dough evenly in pan to form crust. 
Sprinkle 1/2 cup of the toffee bits over dough. 

•	 Bake 15 to 19 minutes or until light golden brown. Cool completely, about 45 minutes.
•	 In small bowl, beat whipping cream and powdered sugar until soft peaks form. Set aside.
•	 Spoon ice cream over crust; spread evenly. Spoon hot fudge topping by teaspoonfuls 

onto ice cream; carefully spread evenly. Carefully spread whipping cream/powdered 
sugar mixture over hot fudge topping. Sprinkle with remaining 1/4 cup toffee bits. Freeze 
1 1/2 hours or until firm. For squares, cut into 5 rows by 3 rows. Store in freezer.

• Information on your credit report for accounts you did not open

• Mail stops coming to, or is missing from, your mailbox

How to report identity theft
To report identity theft, contact:
• The Federal Trade Commission (FTC) online at IdentityTheft.gov or call 

1-877-438-4338
• The three major credit reporting agencies. Ask them to place fraud alerts and a 

credit freeze on your accounts.
• The fraud department at your credit card issuers, bank, and other places 

where you have accounts

How to protect yourself from identity theft
• Do not answer phone calls, texts, social media messages, or email from 

numbers or people you do not know.
• Do not share personal information like your bank account number, Social Security 

number, or date of birth.
• Collect your mail every day and place a hold on your mail when you will be 

on vacation or away from your home. 
• Review credit card and bank account statements. Watch for and report 

unauthorized or suspicious transactions.
• Understand how ATM skimming works and how to protect yourself
• Learn when it is safe to use a public Wi-Fi network
• Store personal information, including your Social Security card, in a safe place. Do 

not carry it in your wallet.

The top types of imposter scams:
An imposter scammer may call, text, or email to convince you they are someone 

in authority. They may even use caller ID to make it look like they are calling 
from an o�cial government or business' number. To commit identity theft, they 

try to get you to send money or a gift card or share personal information.

•  Government imposter scams - Unless you contact them �rst, government 
agencies typically initiate communication with you by letter. Unexpected 
contact or demands through any other method may be a scam.

•  IRS imposter scams - scammers pretend you owe the IRS money for taxes and 
may threaten legal action

•  Social Security imposter scams - scammers claim there is a problem with 
your Social Security account or promise to increase your bene�ts

•  Charity scams - scammers pretend to be from a real or fake charity and try to 
get you to contribute

•  Grandparent scams - scammers pretend to be a grandchild or other relative 
who needs emergency �nancial help

•  Tech support scams - scammers tell you your computer’s security is at risk 
and try to remotely access your device and steal personal information or ask 
for payment

•  Scammers may also pretend to be from your bank or a company you do 
business with. You might be told you owe money or there is a problem with 
your account.
