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Tai Chi Chih
By Lanni Lantery
Tai Chi Chih Teachers’ Manual, 2014

Tai Chi Chih is a new form of ‘Chi Kung’ discipline:  that is, one that 
is concerned with the development, circulation and balancing of the Vital Force (Chi).

It can be called a moving meditation, a means of spiritual cultivation, and an aid to 
greater health and longevity.  It is all of these, and yet these labels do not fully describe the 
easily learned form known as TAI CHI CHIH.

This new form is a practice of 19 movements and 1 pose-easily learned and practiced.   
Once learned, in approximately 10 to 15 classes, the movements can be practiced in  about a 
1/2 hour.  On the other hand, the ancient form of Tai Chi Ch’uan which has become somewhat 
popular in the West, is a difficult and esoteric art that takes time to master and is hard for many 
to learn and practice.  

Most who do begin the study of Tai Chi Ch’uan dropout of their classes before they have 
mastered all 108 consecutive movements and many do not begin because they are unwilling to 
take the six months to two years necessary to learn the art and to begin receiving benefits from 
its practice.

Tai Chi Chih offers ‘the same benefits as Tai Chi Ch’uan—meditation, it is an exercise that 
does not tire but invigorates, while cultivating longevity. 

We have class on Tuesday and Friday at 9:30 am for 1 hour at the clubhouse.  Join us and 
see.

Gasparilla in Tampa Bay is a vibrant and historic celebration centered 
around the legendary pirate José Gaspar. Each year, the city comes 
alive for two months with an array of parades, festivals, road races, 

and arts events, making it one of Tampa's most anticipated traditions. The 
highlight is the Seminole Hard Rock Gasparilla Pirate Festival, held on 
the last Saturday of January. The day begins when over 300,000 people 
in pirate attire gather to witness a dramatic mock invasion of the city as 
hundreds of vessels form a flotilla following the famed Jose Gasparilla II, 
the world’s only fully-rigged pirate ship, to invade the city of Tampa and 

reclaim its key from the Mayor. With the key securely in hand, Ye Mystic Krewe of Gasparilla 
leads a celebration of more than 100 floats down Tampa’s famed Bayshore Boulevard and into 
downtown Tampa. The festival is recognized nationwide as Tampa’s signature event and is the 
third-largest parade in the United States.

How did Gasparilla begin? Just after the turn of the 20th century, Tampa’s flourishing 
economy and evolving skyline signaled a burgeoning city on the rise. Local leaders wanted to 
promote the city’s annual May Day celebration, growing it to a multi-day festival. In the Spring 
of 1904, Tampa Tribune Society Editor Mary Louise Dodge was helping to plan the event 
theme when George Hardee suggested the legend of Gasparilla. Soon after, Hardee formed a 
krewe of 50 men, and the Tampa Tribune began publishing a series of letters from Ye Mystic 
Krewe of Gasparilla. Each letter detailed a pirate invasion by King Gasparilla and his court. 
When the May Day Festivities arrived, Ye Mystic Krewe of Gasparilla pirates appeared on 
horseback throughout the city, to the delight of locals. Officials soon decided that Gasparilla 
would be an annual part of the festivities.

Who is Jose Gaspar, and what is the legend behind Gasparilla? Jose Gaspar, or Jose 
Gasparilla as he is also known, is the famed Spanish Pirate who invaded the coast of Florida 
hundreds of years ago. A former member of the Spanish Navy, Gasparilla was well-educated 
and intelligent. During his pirating years, he captured many ships, earning a fortune in treasure, 
most of which remains lost to this day. In 1821, a US Navy ship in disguise confronted 
Gasparilla’s ship, and a furious battle ensued. With defeat on the horizon, Gasparilla tied 
himself to an anchor chain and jumped into the sea, never to be seen again.
