Father’s Day was spearheaded in the US by Sonor Smart 
Dodd in 1910 to honor her father, a Civil War veteran 
who raised six children alone.

Virginia mine disaster memorial, momentum grew, leading to 
a 1966 presidential proclamation and its official establishment 
as a federal holiday by Richard Nixon in 1972.

Key Historical facts: In 1908 it was Grace Golden Clayton 
who proposed a service in Fairmont, W.VA. to honor fathers 
who died in the mining explosion. President Lyndon B. Johnson 
issued the first presidential proclamation in 1966 designating 
the third Sunday in June as Father’s Day. Durning the 1920’s 
and 1930’s, the holiday was pushed b y retailers as an occasion 
to buy gifts, particularly during the Great Depression.

While the modern US holiday was sparked in 1910. Catholic countries have celebrated 
fatherhood on March 19th (Feast of St. Joseph) since the Middle Ages.

1ST DAY OF HURRICANE SEASON
Are you ready
HURRICANE SEASON HAS ARRIVED – DO IT NOW!

2026 Hurricane Season 6-1-26 – 11-30-26
•	 Start bringing drinking water into your house. Plan for 1 gallon per person per day. Avoid 

shopping when a storm watch is issued. Get it now.
•	 Shop for non-perishable food, 3 days of food is recommended. Avoid stocking up with 

PERISHABLE “buy
•	 one-get-one” items.
•	 Find a place to store any outside grills, garbage cans & recycling bins before a storm 

approaches.
•	 Lawn ornaments, flags, and plants should be picked up and stored. They will become 

dangerous projectiles during a story.
•	 Have a plan to close your awnings or board up windows. Arrange to get help from a 

neighbor.
•	 Have an evacuation plan in order – a shelter, staying with a friend, or staying in a motel.
•	 Take personal papers with you.
•	 If our park sustains damage, keep an eye on the local news channel for re-entry information 

into our park.
•	 Make sure your car has a FULL tank of gas.
•	 Have CASH on hand, small bills.
•	 Turn off your water at the meter.
•	 Use common sense and stay safe.

BEING PREPARED FOR A HURRICANE
We in mobile homes are in the area known as ZONE A. This designation means we must 

evacuate from our homes when/if a hurricane is expected to come to our area. Evacuation may 
be to a friend’s or relative’s home in a safe zone, going North and or inland or to a designated 
shelter. If you require assistance with transport during the emergency, arrangements can be 
clarified through the citizen’s information center 727-464-4333 PRIOR TO THE NEED. 
Forms will be available to be completed then submitted to appropriate people at the EOC. This 
number is only available once the hurricane threat is posted. Paper pamphlets are being printed 
and will be available.

To get updates on any storm it is suggested you sign up to receive emergency notifications 
by phone text or e-mail at www.pinellascounty.org/alertpinellas.

To find updates on preparedness before, during and after the storm sign-on at www.
pinellascounty.org/emergency.

We can HELP!!!
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Information on general preparedness and live updates during emergencies can be seen from 
the Emergency Operations Center (EOC) and found on Spectrum 637, WOW! 18 or Frontier 
44.

It’s also time to be putting that TO-GO-BOX together, just in case. There are 12 essential 
items you need to pack:

1.	 1 gallon of water per person per day.
2.	 Food, at least a 3-day supply of non-perishable with a can opener if you have canned 

foods.
3.	 Battery powered or hand crank radio and weather radio with tone alert.
4.	 Flashlight and extra batteries.
5.	 Basic first aid kit and supplies.
6.	 Whistle to signal for help.
7.	 Plastic sheet and duct tape for sheltering in place.
8.	 Moist towelettes, garbage bags, and plastic ties.
9.	 Flood and Homeowner’s Insurance policies.
10.	Pictures of the Property before the Hurricane.
11.	Cell phones with chargers and a battery backup.

ADDITIONAL emergency supplies to include in that TO-GO-BOX: prescription 
medications, contact lenses, and prescription glasses, important documents in a waterproof 
container, cash, blankets, change of clothes, sturdy shoes, hats, water purification tablets, fire 
extinguisher, matches in waterproof container, personal hygiene items, paper cups, plates, 
paper towels, plastic silverware, pet food, medical records for pets, and paper and pencils.

ORIGIN OF FLAG DAY

Flag Day in the United States originated to 
commemorate the adoption of the national flag on 
June 14,1777, and was formalized through efforts 

by educators and patriotic organizations in the late 19th 
and early 20th centuries.

Early History of the U.S. Flag
The origins of Flag Day trace back to June 14, 1777, when the Second Continental Congress 

passed a resolution establishing the design of the United States flag: thirteen alternating red and 
white stripes with a union of thirteen white stars on a blue field, representing a new constellation. 
This flag was first carried into battle on September 11, 1777, at the Battle of Brandywine, and it 
was first saluted by a foreign naval vessel in February 1778. The flag quickly became a symbol 
of unity and independence during the Revolutionary War. Wikipedia+3

Early Proposals for Flag Day
The idea of celebrating the flag emerged during the Civil War era. In 1861, George Morris 

of Connecticut is credited with organizing one of the first formal observances in Hartford 
to rally support for the Union cause. The flag had become a powerful symbol of patriotism, 
especially after the Fort Sumter Flag was preserved by Union soldiers. Britannica+1 

Bernard J. Cigrand
In 1885, Bernard J. Cigrand, a schoolteacher in Waubeka, Wisconsin, held the first 

recognized formal observance of Flag Day at the Stony Hill School, calling it “Flag Birthday” 
and encouraging students to honor the flag. Cigrand later promoted the idea nationwide through 
essays and public advocacy. Around the same time, William T. Kerr of Pennsylvania founded 
the American Flag Day Association of Western Pennsylvania to further institutionalize the 
celebration. Wikipedia+2

State and National Recognition
The first state to officially celebrate Flag Day was Pennsylvania in 1937, beginning in 

Rennerdale. President Woodrow Wilson issued a proclamation in 1916 designating June 
14 as Flag Day, and in 1949, Congress officially established National Flag Day through an 
act, though it remains a commemorative observance rather than a federal holiday. Schools and 
communities across the country gradually adopted ceremonies to honor the flag, often as part 
of patriotic education for children. Wikipedia+3

Legacy
Flag Day continues to be observed on June 14, with the president typically proclaiming the 

week as National Flag Week. The holiday honors the historical significance of the U.S. flag, its 
adoption, and the efforts of educators and civic leaders who promoted its celebration. Figures 
like Bernard J. Cigrand are remembered as the “Father of Flag Day” for their pivotal role in 
establishing the tradition.

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HERE’S WHAT’S COOKIN
Sheet-Pan Honey Tahini Salmon with Chickpeas and Couscous

Ingredients: ¼ cup honey, ¼ cup tahini, 3 tablespoons fresh lemon juice, plus 1 lemon 
halved, 2 tablespoons extra-virgin olive oil, pinch of kosher salt, and freshly ground black 
pepper, 2 pounds salmon fillets, one 15-ounce can chickpeas, rinsed and drained, 1 cup 
couscous, ¼ cup chopped fresh parsley, plus more for garnish, ¼ cup golden raisins, plus more 
for garnish, 1/8 teaspoon crushed red pepper flakes, 1 ¼ cups chicken stock (store-bought or 
homemade), 1/3 cup toasted chopped almonds, 1 tablespoon za’atar, labne or Greek yogurt 
for serving.

Directions:
1.	 Preheat oven to 400 degrees,
2.	 In a small bowl, whisk together the honey, tahini, lemon juice, olive oil, salt and pepper. 

Using a pastry brush or spoon, evenly coat the salmon fillets with the sauce on all sides. 
Place the fillets in the center of a sheet pan along with the halved lemon, cut side up, 
and roast for 10 minutes.

3.	 After 10 minutes, carefully slide the sheet pan out of the oven and add the chickpeas, 
couscous, chopped parsley, raisins, pepper flakes in an even layer surrounding the 
salmon and lemon. Pour the stock over the couscous mixture and return to the oven. 
Cook until the salmon is medium-rare and flakes easily with a fork and the couscous is 
cooked through and tender, 6 to 8 minutes.

4.	 To serve, garnish with more parsley and raisins and the za’atar and almonds. Serve 
with labne or Greek yogurt on the side.

Makes 6 servings.
