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PRESIDENT'S CORNER

Jan McCoy, long time board member and former President of the Board,

stepped down in April from her position as a director, but has agreed to

continue her service on the Governing Documents committee as a volunteer. As a result of
Jan’s resignation, motions were made at the April 22 board meeting to replace her with Maggie
Stokes as chair of the Governing Documents committee and replace her as chair of the Real
Estate Approval committee with Roberta Maynard.
A motion was also made to replace her as director with Cleighton (Chip) Tourtellotte. Chip has
shown himselfto be a community minded person who has been involved in some focus groups,
has a background in urban planning, and we look forward to working with him. Section 4.2 (e)
of the By-Laws speaks to the next steps when there is a vacancy on the Board of Directors. It
states, “a majority of the remaining Directors, though not less than a quorum, shall choose a
successor who shall hold office for the balance of the unexpired term of office of the Director
he replaces”. Jan’s term is set to expire in late January 2027.
All motions regarding Jan’s resignation were approved unanimously by the board.
The Walmart gate project is technically ready to go as of this writing and now we are working
out the details to make the operation as smooth as possible for our residents and as much like our
other security access points as we can. We have set up a meeting with Accurate Electronics who
handles the Oleander gate and our clubhouse access points. As I reported last month, the office
and the board are working on developing policies for gate access for special events, visitors,
lost key fobs, etc. These will all be worked out before the gate is activated.
Infrastructure is looking at the project to replace the water line over the canal with a new section
of main line running under the canal. We expect to have three bids by the May board meeting.
This is another project that helps us prepare for hurricanes.
The Governing Documents Review committee continues to meet on a weekly basis and is
plowing through the rules document. Thanks to both the dedicated committee members and all
the great feedback from the community.
The rules awareness campaign is also producing tangible results with frequent emails and postings
that reflect areas of special concern to us all. Keep an eye out for these communications and
please jump in with any suggestions you may have.
I also want to encourage everyone to be polite and courteous with their neighbors as rule disputes
may arise and also as differences of opinion come up regarding our Vision Implementation
Projects (VIP). It is ok to have different opinions, but it is never ok to disrespect your neighbors,
volunteers, and contractors as they try to do their jobs.

PREPARING FOR THE HURRICANE SEASON

It’s that time of year again in Florida: Hurricane Season is here from June 1st to November

30th.

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There are several things to do so that you and your family are prepared:
1. Prepare a Hurricane Disaster Plan

As a Storm Approaches

Plan where you will go if evacuation is necessary, a friend or relative’s home or a nearby
shelter. Include a meeting place for family members.

Add Emergency Contacts numbers and addresses to your phone.

Make a list of any medications and dosages for each member of your household, as well
as the doctor’s contact information.

Create a list of banking information and credit card numbers

Keep your motor vehicle gas tank filled — Gas may not be readily available if you need to
evacuate.

Put together a Go Bag

Assemble a Go Bag in an easy-to-carry container such as a backpack or tote bag
Emergency contact and meeting place information for your household and a small regional
map.

Put copies of important documents (photo IDs, insurance cards, social security cards,
birth certificates, banking information list, medication list, etc.) in a waterproof, portable
container or bag.

Cash in small denominations.

Extra set of house and car keys.

Cell phone chargers - including one that can be used without electricity, such as a car
charger and an extra cell phone battery.

Flashlight, emergency radio, and batteries.

Personal items such as soap, toothbrush and toothpaste, feminine hygiene products, hand
sanitizer, disinfectant wipes, aspirin, etc. ~
Change of clothing including sturdy, comfortable shoes and rain gear. [ i
Bottled water and non-perishable foods. ! , 3
Pet care items and food. N—y

Stay informed through radio and TV broadcasts.

If told to evacuate, do so immediately.

Bring loose, lightweight items inside.

Anchor objects that are unsafe to bring inside, such as grills and ladders.
Check on friends, neighbors, and relatives. Assist them with their preparation.
Ifyou are going to an evacuation shelter, pack what you will need for several days, including
your Go Bag, blankets, pillows, and medical equipment.

Tell friends and neighbors where you are going.

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Flying in the face of disaster
In the 1980s and early *90s, Continental Airlines was a disas- |

ter. The organization had gone bankrupt twice and was on |_

its way to a third (and final) catastrophe. It had gone through 10 presidents in 10 years, and
employees mistrusted management.

Then in 1994 Gordon Bethune stepped in. Instead of running around willy-nilly trying to
stamp out the various raging fires, Bethune took a step back to return to the basics. He identi-
fied Continental’s key goals so that employees’ efforts would be concentrated on them rather
than diffused by the disaster of the moment. One of his areas of focus was creating a corporate
culture. Without the commitment of the employees, the other goals would be impossible.

Drawing on the organization’s history of excellence in service, he rallied the workforce.
Bethune discovered that the employees weren’t bad—they just worked in a dysfunctional or-
ganization. So they were quick to get behind his new leadership.

Senior management was a different story. Bethune knew he had to make wholesale chang-
es, and that meant getting rid of the bureaucracy. In a couple of months, Bethune and his top
executives replaced 50 of the company’s 61 officers with 20 top-notch people.

The changes were dramatic. In one year’s time, Continental went from being ranked the
worst in customer satisfaction among major airlines to first.

The birth of ‘excellence’
Tom Peters didn’t exactly give birth to excellence, but he did establish the idea that com-

panies can achieve excellence under the inspiration of a management guru—Iike himself.

It all began in the spring of 1978. John Larson of McKinsey’s San Francisco office was set
to give a presentation to a client. But his computer crashed and took with it his notes. He turned
to another consultant, Tom Peters, to throw together a presentation that would satisfy the client.

Peters had just returned from traveling the world to compile research on best practices in
business. Up until then, his research had been collecting dust after he had presented it to the
McKinsey powers that be. With an opportunity to present his findings again, Peters gathered
his data. In search of a sexy title to give his presentation, Peters came up with
“Excellence.” It was a hit.

Eventually, Peters edited the material into a manuscript. Continuing with the
idea of excellence, he titled the book The Secrets of Excellence. But the title didn’t fly with the
McKinsey folks, who feared that clients would think the company was selling the secrets of
client operations. In 1982, Peters and co-author Robert Waterman renamed it the more politi-
cally astute In Search of Excellence. And thus was excellence born.

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Stay safe when working in the heat
When heat and humidity combine to reduce the amount of evaporation of sweat from

the body, outdoor work can become dangerous even for those in good shape. The key
rules for coping with heat are to drink plenty of water to avoid dehydration and slow
down and cool off when experiencing fatigue, a headache, a high pulse rate, or shallow breath-
ing. Overheating can cause serious, even life-threatening conditions such as heatstroke. Look
out for these symptoms of heat illness: |

* Heat cramps. Working in hot weather can lead to muscle cramps, especial-
ly in the legs, because of brief imbalances in body salts. Cramps become
less frequent as a person becomes used to the heat.

* Heat syncope or fainting. Anyone not used to working in the heat can ex-
perience a quick drop in blood pressure that can lead to fainting. As with heat cramps, the
best approach is to take it easy.

* Heat exhaustion. Losing fluid and salt through perspiration or replacing them in an imbal-
anced way can lead to dizziness and weakness. Body temperature might rise, but shouldn’t
exceed 102 degrees. The best defense is to take it easy and drink plenty of water. Don’t take
salt tablets without consulting a physician.

* Heatstroke. In some cases extreme heat can upset the body’s thermostat, causing body
temperature to rise to 105 degrees or higher. Symptoms are lethargy, confusion, and un-
consciousness. Even a suspicion that someone might be suffering from heatstroke requires
immediate medical aid. Heatstroke can kill.

Stay awake on the road

atigue can be a killer, especially when you’re driving on the open highway for long peri-
ods of time. Here are a few tips for staying safe at the wheel:

* Get enough rest. Try not to start a trip late in the day. Long-distance driving is tough
enough in the daytime. Be ready and awake.

» If possible, don’t drive alone. Passengers can take turns driving, or
at least help you stay awake if you need stimulation.

* Watch your posture. Drive with your head up and your shoulders
back. Tuck your buttocks against the seat back. Legs should not be
fully extended, but flexed at about a 45-degree angle.

* Take frequent breaks. Stretching is good for staying flexible and
awake.
