 Columbus Sets Sail – August 3, 1492

from the 1960s tells of a family who drove from New York to California in a station wagon, 
stopping at every roadside attraction—from the world’s largest ball of twine to dinosaur 
parks.

Major Historical Events in August

1 August 1774 – Discovery of Oxygen
• English chemist Joseph Priestley successfully isolated oxygen, a 

major milestone in chemistry 1.
2 August 1990 – Iraq Invades Kuwait

• Saddam Hussein’s forces invaded Kuwait, triggering the Gulf War and leading to 
Operation Desert Storm .
3 August 1492 – Columbus Sets Sail

• Christopher Columbus departed from Spain on his fi rst voyage to the Americas with the 
Niña, the Pinta, and the Santa Maria .
4 August 1944 – Anne Frank Captured

• The Frank family was discovered by the Nazis in Amsterdam, leading to Anne Frank’s 
eventual death in a concentration camp .
5 August 1962 – Marilyn Monroe Found Dead

• The iconic actress was found dead in her Los Angeles home, with her death ruled a 
probable suicide .
6 August 1945 – Atomic Bomb Dropped on Hiroshima

• The U.S. dropped the fi rst atomic bomb on Hiroshima, Japan, killing tens of thousands 
and leading to the end of WWII .
8 August 1963 – The Great Train Robbery

• A gang of 15 men stole £2.6 million from a Royal Mail train in the UK, one of the most 
famous heists in history .
12 August 30 B.C. – Death of Cleopatra

• The Egyptian queen Cleopatra died, reportedly by suicide via snake bite, after her defeat 
by Octavian .
13 August 1961 – Construction of the Berlin Wall Begins

• East Germany began building the Berlin Wall, dividing East and West Berlin during the 
Cold War .
31 August 1997 – Death of Princess Diana

• Princess Diana died in a car crash in Paris, sparking global mourning and conspiracy 
theories

Celebrated every year on August 12, is a global initiative dedicated 
to the preservation and protection of elephants—both African and 
Asian species.

 Origins and Purpose
• Founded in 2012 by Canadian fi lmmaker Patricia Sims and the Elephant 

Reintroduction Foundation in Thailand.
• Created to raise awareness about the urgent threats elephants face, 

including:
• Poaching for ivory
• Habitat loss
• Human-elephant confl ict
• Mistreatment in captivity

 Why It Matters
• African elephants are listed as Vulnerable, and Asian elephants as Endangered on the 

IUCN Red List.
• The global elephant population has declined drastically due to illegal wildlife trade and 

shrinking habitats.

Warning signs of identity theft
• Bills for items you did not buy
• Debt collection calls for accounts you did not open
• Information on your credit report for accounts you did not open
• Denials of loan applications
• Mail stops coming to, or is missing from, your mailbox

How to report identity theft
To report identity theft, contact:
• The Federal Trade Commission (FTC) online at IdentityTheft.gov or call 

1-877-438-4338
• The three major credit reporting agencies. Ask them to place fraud alerts and a 

credit freeze on your accounts.
• The fraud department at your credit card issuers, bank, and other places 

where you have accounts

How to protect yourself from identity theft
• Do not answer phone calls, texts, social media messages, or email from 

numbers or people you do not know.
• Do not share personal information like your bank account number, Social Security 

number, or date of birth.
• Collect your mail every day and place a hold on your mail when you will be 

on vacation or away from your home. 
• Review credit card and bank account statements. Watch for and report 

unauthorized or suspicious transactions.
• Understand how ATM skimming works and how to protect yourself
• Learn when it is safe to use a public Wi-Fi network
• Store personal information, including your Social Security card, in a safe place. Do 

not carry it in your wallet.

The top types of imposter scams:
An imposter scammer may call, text, or email to convince you they are someone 

in authority. They may even use caller ID to make it look like they are calling 
from an o�cial government or business' number. To commit identity theft, they 

try to get you to send money or a gift card or share personal information.

•  Government imposter scams - Unless you contact them �rst, government 
agencies typically initiate communication with you by letter. Unexpected 
contact or demands through any other method may be a scam.

•  IRS imposter scams - scammers pretend you owe the IRS money for taxes and 
may threaten legal action

•  Social Security imposter scams - scammers claim there is a problem with 
your Social Security account or promise to increase your bene�ts

•  Charity scams - scammers pretend to be from a real or fake charity and try to 
get you to contribute

•  Grandparent scams - scammers pretend to be a grandchild or other relative 
who needs emergency �nancial help

•  Tech support scams - scammers tell you your computer’s security is at risk 
and try to remotely access your device and steal personal information or ask 
for payment

•  Scammers may also pretend to be from your bank or a company you do 
business with. You might be told you owe money or there is a problem with 
your account.
