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FROM THE DESK OF THE PRESIDENT

We’ve had an eventful first quarter in 2026, and I wanted to take a 
moment to share some highlights and updates with you all.

On January 12th, Glenwood held its Annual Meeting. Each Director and every 
Social Committee chair presented individual reports for 2025, keeping everyone informed 
and engaged. This year, three Directors completed their terms: Tom Ramsey, Bert Casey, and 
Bobby Smith. I sincerely thank them for their dedication and service. I also want to give a 
special thank you to Carol Fariel, who sadly passed away in 2025. Her contributions will 
always be remembered.

In the second week of January, Board members and volunteers began the tedious work of 
creating an entry under each home for the sub-metering crew to have access to the city water 
valves. It was a big job, but everyone pitched in to make it happen. By January 19th, the sub-
metering crew began installing 242 water meters. With Bert Casey and Ronda Staub leading 
the committee—and with the help of many Glenwood volunteers—the massive goal was met 
in just three weeks!

Once the billing company sends out usage details, we’ll review everything to ensure accuracy. 
When all checks out, you’ll get notified by Robo call, on our website, and through Facebook 
about when individual billing will begin and what will be reduced from your Maintenance fees. 
Until then, please keep paying the usual $320.00 per month. Any over payment will be credited 
back to your account. I want to give an earnest Thank You to all community members who 
worked side by side to reach this milestone. Special shout-out to Bert Casey and Ronda Staub 
for organizing the effort!

Another ongoing project is the Manhole/Sewer Inspection. Some covers were completely 
grown over or hidden by flowerpots and debris. Two manholes had to be raised and reset 
above ground. Thanks to Gary Schrougham and Alan Dean for managing this project. If left 
unattended, these issues could have caused major sewage problems during heavy rain and 
resulting in hefty fines from Pinellas County. Please remember to keep any manholes on your 
property clear for access. Report any that look cracked or overgrown to the office.

Beautification inspections are right around the corner and will begin in April. Now’s a 
great time to start cleaning up the outside of your home—power wash, pick up debris, clear 
your driveway, and spruce up your garden. The weather’s perfect for getting ahead before the 
summer heat arrives!
