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Have You Heard about “Banana Ball”?

There is a new sport that’s fun to watch. It’s called Banana Ball and was 
created by Jesse Cole, owner of the Savannah Bananas. Banana Ball is 
loosely based on baseball with a great deal of silliness mixed in. When 

watching Banana Ball you learn to expect the unexpected.
Key Banana Ball Rules:
•	 Rule 1: Win the Inning, Get the Point. Each inning is worth one point; the team with 

the most runs in an inning wins that point.
•	 Rule 2: Two-Hour Time Limit. No new inning starts after 1 hour and 50 minutes.
•	 Rule 3: No Stepping Out. Batters cannot step out of the box; doing so results in an 

automatic strike.
•	 Rule 4: No Bunting. Bunting is prohibited and results in a strike or severe penalty.
•	 Rule 5: Batters Can Steal First.  Batters can attempt to steal first base at any time, 

including on a walk or wild pitch.
•	 Rule 6: No Walks Allowed. If a pitcher throws ball four, it becomes a "sprint" where 

the hitter runs to as many bases as possible before the ball becomes “active”. The ball 
becomes “active” once the defense has touched/tossed the ball to every defensive player 
on the field. Only then can the runner be tagged out. 

•	 Rule 7: No Mound Visits. Mound visits are not allowed.
•	 Rule 8: Fan Catch = Out. If a fan catches a foul ball in the stands, the batter is out.
•	 Rule 9: Showdown Tiebreaker. Tied games go to a showdown: a pitcher vs. a hitter with 

only one fielder.
•	 Rule 10: The Banana Ball Challenge. Teams, and sometimes fans, can challenge any 

ruling on the field.
•	 Rule 11: The Golden Batter. A team can select any player in the lineup to bat at any 

time. 
In addition to these unique (bizarre?) rules, you never know when a player or players will 

break out in song or dance! Trick plays such as behind-the-back/between-the-legs catches, 
backflip catches, and acrobatic fielding are tracked.  The visiting team can earn an “Equalizer 
Point” if they execute more trick plays than the home team by the end of the 8th inning. Even 
the officials get in on the fun with the twerking Home Plate Umpire and the First Base Ninja 
Referee being fan favorites. 

The sport started out with the Savannah Bananas team based in Savannah, Georgia. 
There are now five additional teams: Party Animals, Firefighters, Texas Tailgaters as well as 
two teams newly added for 2026 – the Loco Beach Coconuts and the Indianapolis Clowns. 
The Indianapolis Clowns are a historic baseball team known for pioneering high-energy and 
comedic performances, formerly of the Negro Leagues. The team is being revived for the 2026 
Banana Ball season and are a perfect fit for the Banana Ball philosophy of Entertainment First. 

You may be asking Who are the players of Banana Ball? They include players who have 
experience in Division I, II, or III college baseball, those who have played in the minor leagues, 
as well as former USA Women's National Team players. Ideal candidates have a "knack for 
entertainment", including, but not limited to dancing, acting, or other performance arts. 

Tickets for 2026 Banana Ball games were made available via a lottery which was opened 
October 25, 2025. Because the games are played in a variety of stadiums across the country,

interested people pick the city for which they want to be entered in the lottery. Games in Florida 
will be in Tallahassee, Jacksonville and Orlando. I entered the lottery for Orlando tickets but 
wasn’t selected. The alternative is to watch Banana Ball on TV. 

In 2026, Banana Ball games and events will be primarily broadcast on ESPN2, ESPN+, 
Disney+ and the official Banana Ball YouTube channel. 

A Banana Ball Watch Party is a fun excuse to get friends together for a good time. Suggested 
snacks include banana splits, banana bread and/or bananas foster.

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Keeping Southwind the most beautiful park-home in Plam Harbor

This month is the time we start to look at freshening up our yards.  Adding colorful plants 
with seasonal blooms.  March is a prime, transitionary planting month in Palm Harbor, 
FL (USDA Zone 10a), as the risk of frost passes and temperatures warm up. It is the ideal 

time to transition from cool-season crops to heat-loving vegetables, herbs, and annuals before 
the intense summer heat and humidity arrives. 

Here are March planting tips and suggestions for Palm Harbor:

Flowers & Herbs
•	 Annuals: Add color with heat-tolerant flowers like marigolds, petunias, zinnias, celosia, 

amaranth, and gomphrena.
•	 Herbs: Plant basil, Mexican tarragon, rosemary, and mint (in containers).
•	 Pollinator Garden: Plant milkweed to attract butterflies. 

Trees & Shrubs
•	 Pruning:  Prune cold-damaged plants and shrubs but avoid pruning spring-blooming 

plants (like azaleas) until after they bloom. 

March Gardening Tips for Palm Harbor
•	 Last Frost Risk: While rare, late cold snaps can occur in March; be prepared to cover 

tender plants if temperatures drop.
•	 Water Management: March is typically dry. New plants need daily watering for the first 

1-2 weeks, then 2-3 times a week until established.
•	 Soil & Mulch: Apply 2-4 inches of mulch to conserve moisture and suppress weeds. Top 

dress beds with compost or composted cow manure to boost soil health.
•	 Fertilize: Fertilize established shrubs and trees, as well as new blossoming plants, with 

a slow-release fertilizer.
•	 Pest Control: As the weather warms, monitor for aphids, caterpillars, and mites.

Some History of March and the Ides of March

William Shakespeare created mystique around the Ides of March with his late 16th-
century classic, Julius Caesar. But where did the term originate? Why is it a symbol 
for bad luck? Learn more about the Ides of March’s history, its ties to Shakespeare, 

and what notable events have occurred on that date over time. What is the “Ides of March”? 
The term “Ides” comes from Latin, meaning “to divide,” marking a turning point in the 

month. The Ides is one of three key days in the Roman calendar. The Kalends kick off the 
month, and the Nones pop up on the 5th or 7th, depending on the month. In March and other 
months with 31 days, the Ides always falls on the 15th; it falls on the 13th in months with 30 
days. In 2026, it will land on a Sunday. The Ides traditionally marked the arrival of the new 
Moon and was cause for celebration!  As Southwind residents, we have a variety of celebratory 
events and programs each month to keep the fun going! Be sure to check out both the HOA and 
park calendars for all the activities happening each month. March 15 may also be a charming 
day for reflection, perhaps?  Spend a few moments getting to know your new neighbors, as 
well as someone you haven’t spoken to in a while.  Do you know their name, the pup or cat’s 
names? 

Where Did the Ides of March Come From?
Back in Roman times, they had a unique way of tracking days, breaking them down around 

three standout phases of the Moon. In March, the Kalends signified the new Moon, the Nones 
named the first quarter, and the Ides marked the full Moon, casting a bright light on the middle 
of the month. 

These Ides fell on the 15th in March, May, July, and October, while in the shorter months, 
they showed up on the 13th, reshaping the surrounding days. The time between these important 
dates was known as “before the Nones,” “before the Ides,” and “before the Kalends.” 
Interestingly, the Ides of March heralded the arrival of the new Roman year when the Moon 
shone its fullest before January and February were added later.

Should You Fear the Ides of March?
Like any superstition—think Friday the 13th—bad luck is all about perspective. So, go 

about your day on March 15 without worrying too much. If someone whispers, “Beware the 
Ides of March,” take it with a grain of salt; after all, Julius Caesar might have shrugged it off 
as well!  Not too much salt!  Last month I provided healthy eating options…. a simple pinch 
will do you.

Caesar’s Last Ides of March
Legend has it that Caesar, the powerful Roman general and dictator, received a foreboding 

warning on March 15, 44 B.C. Ignoring the advice, he met his end, slain by a band of senators. 
Led by the likes of Brutus and Cassius, the conspirators believed they were preserving the 
Republic. But some say his alterations to the calendar and departure from traditional customs 
sealed his fate.
