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The Cookie Sheet			 
by Cookie Pontis

Apricot Crescents
350º oven
Use an ungreased cookie sheet (I use parchment).

Dough:	 1 Cup cold butter
	 2 Cups flour
	 Crumble butter and flour
	 1 beaten egg yolk
	 ½ Cup Sour cream
	 Add these to flour mixture

Filling:	 1 Cup apricot preserves
	 1 Cup flaked coconut
	 ½ Cup chopped pecans (You can use walnuts if preferred.)

Mix until dough forms. (I use a dough hook on my mixer.) Refrigerate overnight covered 
with plastic wrap. Take dough out and let sit 30 minutes. Divide into 4 balls. Lightly flour 
the board. With a rolling pin, roll each ball into a circle about 1/8” thick. Cut into twelve pie 
shaped pieces. Top with 1 teaspoon filling each. Roll up from large side to the point. Dip top 
into sugar. Place on cookie sheet. (You can get 2 dozen on a cookie sheet.)

Bake at 350º for 15 to 17 minutes or until light golden in color.
Remove immediately from baking sheet. Some of the filling will leak out and will be 

hard to remove if you wait too long.
Cool completely on rack. When cooled, sprinkle with powdered sugar.
