* “Is pneumonia contagious?” Answer: It can be, because most cases of pneumonia are
caused by bacteria.

* “How much water should I drink per day?” Answer: About half as many fluid ounces
as your weight in pounds. For example, if you weigh 140 pounds, you should be drinking
about 70 fluid ounces per day (nine cups), although factors like heat, exercise, pregnancy,
and other considerations should be taken into account.

* “How many calories should I consume?” Answer: Check with a dietician to get advice
tailored to your physical needs.

* “What is Lupus?” Answer: Lupus is a chronic autoimmune disease. Symptoms include
headaches, fatigue, joint pain, fever, and rashes.

Watch for signs of mold allergy
