As Goyer edited Nathan’s rough draft she realized that her son had a talent for writing and de-
cided they should hire a professional editor to review the text. The editor also liked Nathan’s work
and offered the aspiring novelist some constructive feedback.

After the rewrites were finished, Goyer told her son to start weighing his options about next
steps in the publishing process. He could go the traditional route and work with a publisher, or
self-publish. Nathan told her he’d need time to think things over and then excused himself to run
an errand. He returned a short time later and announced that he would self-publish his work as an
e-book. The next day his novel Bask was for sale on Amazon.com. It has even received a few posi-
tive reviews.

For Goyer, taking those next steps in the process of publishing one of her many books has
never been something she could act on with that kind of certainty or efficiency. She says she would
first share copies with as many as 20 friends and consider their feedback. Next she might attend a
workshop or conference to solicit even more feedback and advice before deciding which route to
take.

Nathan has inspired Goyer to believe that “sometimes we just need to roll up our sleeves and

do what we’ve been afraid to try.”
