The membership is required to have a sixty day notice of every item that requires a vote
by the FMO Board. Everyone will receive notice by email (if they have a valid email address
on file) that yearly dues will be increased to $40.00 beginning July 26. 2025.. If your dues are
due by Sept. 25, 2025----you will renew at the existing dues amount----if after Sept., 2025
your renewal will be at the new rate. As a gentle reminder, if you expire after Sept 25, 2025,
attempts to pay ahead at the 2024 dues rate, it will not be excepted. At present of the FMO
members in Four Seasons only two are in arrears.
