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FROM THE OFFICE

Here we are, heading into May already! As we all learned 
as kids, April showers bring May Flowers………except in Florida this year. As you 
may know, Pinellas County is experiencing severe drought conditions, which I have 

mentioned in my meetings. Essentially it means that the entire county is limited to watering 8 
hours, one day a week, scheduled by a Pinellas County schedule. It first started in March, but 
on April 3rd it was modified to be more extensive. The following paragraph is what I received: 

“Severe drought conditions and declining water supplies have led the Southwest Florida 
Water Management District to issue a Modified Phase III “EXTREME” Water Shortage Order. 
This elevated restriction level emphasizes the urgent need to take immediate action to conserve 
water.” 

Additional restrictions that affect Embassy residents are: 
a.	 Car washing once a week, on your watering day ONLY; and you must use a hose with a 

nozzle.
b.	Ornamental fountains are limited to four hours a day (Manager’s Note: I have 3 fountains 

that are self-circulating and not directly connected to a water source, so they are not part 
of this restriction, I called the County for clarification)! 

c.	 You can hose down your carport AS NEEDED, not daily.
d.	Power washing of your mobile is allowed for now.
e.	 All water leaks, interior and exterior, must be fixed immediately.
f.	 Hand watering is allowed, but only before 8 a.m. and after 6 p.m.

Outdoor water use accounts for more than 50% of water consumed by households, so it is 
very important to follow the rules. The fine is $193 for a first-time offender. (After April 17th 
there will be no warning, the first time fine is mandatory.) Even if we start getting some of the 
rain that seems to go around us, it will take weeks, if not months, for the water levels to rise 
enough to lift restrictions. I will keep you posted, but you can also visit Pinellas.gov/watering-
schedule-and-rules for complete details.

Embassy’s watering window is Tuesday, 12:01 a.m. to 4:00 a.m. or 8 p.m. to 11:59 p.m. 
You can only use 1 of these time slots, not both.

Common sense should tell you that extremely dry conditions bring fire hazards. Just this 
week there was a brush fire a few miles away that took 8 hours to control. You are not allowed 
to burn garbage; the only fires allowed in the park have been small ambiance fires, in a con-
tainer, with a screen over it, and a working hose ready. Due to the severe drought, high winds, 
and how quickly a fire spreads in a mobile home community, I am imposing a temporary ban 
on ALL fires.
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Last month I mentioned something about antifreeze being flushed out, onto the ground, 
by northerns getting ready to head home. After living here over 20 years, no car dealer has 
ever reminded me to check my anti-freeze! John Halliday provided me with information that 
antifreeze is important in hot climate regions; it helps to regulate engine temperatures, prevent 
corrosion, and maintain the integrity of the cooling system. Who Knew?

The new blinds are not to be lowered up and down at random! The south side windows are 
to be kept halfway open, the window by the back door and the door walls left completely down. 
Some of you may not know this, but there is no air conditioning or heat in that back area, as it 
was an add-on and not well thought out! No flyers or notices are to be put on the window facing 
the pool. Absolutely nothing is to be fastened to the window shades!!!!

Once again, it is necessary to remind residents about not digging in the ground without test-
ing the area to see if there are any water, power, gas, etc. lines in that area. Twice last month a 
main water line was broken by people who didn’t follow the rules. The bills were $7,000 and 
$4,700. Who do you think pays that??? While the homeowners are responsible, first by not fol-
lowing the rules, second by not hiring a licensed and INSURED  contractor, many times they 
are not in a financial position to pay this bill. Ultimately it gets figured into the equation when 
a rent raise is negotiated. Additionally, due to the length of time the water had to be turned 
off, several residents had their hot water tanks burn out. The park has always suggested back 
flow preventer valves be installed to prevent this, but I can’t make them do it. We do our very 
best to limit the length of time that the water is off, but there are a lot of components to fixing 
a major water line. I have purchased “contractor” parts for a variety of sized pipe; the 2 that 
were used last had only been on site for 2 days, and cost $967.50! Without them, it could have 
been 3 days without water! And thank God for Ed Morenzoni!!!! He jumps right in, doing all 
he can to restore the water as fast as possible. He jumps into the hole full of water and tries to 
assess the situation quickly and stays until it’s fixed. Yes, the park pays him for his time, but it 
is his knowledge and years of experience that are invaluable. Although he keeps threatening to 
change his phone number and/or move, he never lets me down!

The Office will continue to close at 1:30 p.m. until May 18th. It has been announced at sev-
eral meetings, and there is a sign on the door. Residents who walk in at 1:29 p.m. will be turned 
away; I am having a series of medical treatments at 2:00 p.m., in Dunedin; I had no control over 
the time slot and certainly won’t miss one “because you can’t fix stupid”!

As always, I monitor park email several times a day. Some of you have tried to reach me 
using Instant Messenger…..this is entirely different than email and I don’t monitor it for park 
business. It is part of Facebook, which is a social media platform.

There will be no Resident’s monthly update meetings after April unless needed. Remember 
that there are no hurricane safe buildings on property; you should rely on the Pinellas County 
hurricane guides for information to keep safe. I am currently waiting for the 2026 issue.
