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storm arrives, make sure you secure all items, such as grills, patio furniture, yard decorations, 
etc. so they will not become flying objects in the wind that might break windows, dent vehicles 
and clutter our streets.

Shuffleboard TIPS to improve your Game
Rule #1 Never leave a live disc
Block and Hide:  Shuffleboard is a game of block and hide.  In a frame where you shoot 

first, you could try to put a disc where you can hide behind it, but your opponent cannot.  There 
are two such positions on the court.  The St. Pete and the Tampa (ask someone to show you 
these locations at Friday Fun Shuffle). Before you shoot, look at the location of the discs shot 
on the court and ask yourself, “Is there a location I can shoot my disc to hide behind so that 
my opponent can’t clear it?”

OR if you have scored ask yourself, “Where can I land a disc to block my opponent 
from clearing my scoring disc out?”  While you are playing Block and Hide be aware that 
your opponent is doing the same thing.  Knowing this you may want to clear any discs that 
they could be using to block or hide that would give them the opportunity to score.

Clearing a Block: check to see if you can use their block to hide, if not Clear it.  
NEVER LEAVE A LIVE DISC!!  If you are shooting second in a frame and your opponent 

has put up a block, try to remove it with a fairly hard, OFF-CENTER blow.  This will result 
in both discs flying off into the gutters.  (You don’t want to clear their block and have yours 
stick).  If you do this successfully throughout the frame, you should be left with the last shot 
and an opportunity to score with your hammer.

Scoring with Your Hammer:  There are no shortcuts or magic bullets, mastering the game 
takes practice.  Come out every Friday for Fun Shuffle. Practice, practice, practice and soon 
you will be scoring with your hammer frequently.

Irish Whiskey Cake

This Irish whiskey cake is chock-full of raisins, lemon peel, and spices. Light brown 
sugar and whiskey give this cake a mild butterscotch type of flavor.

Prep Time: 40 mins
Cook Time: 1 Hour
Total Time: 1 hr 40 mins
Servings: 9 
Yield:1 8-inch square cake
Ingredients

•	 2 cups golden raisins
•	 3 tablespoons grated lemon zest
•	 ¼ cup whiskey
•	 ¾ cup butter, softened

•	 1 cup light brown sugar
•	 3 egg yolks
•	 3 egg whites
•	 1 ½ cups all-purpose flour
•	 ½ teaspoon salt
•	 ¼ teaspoon ground cloves
•	 1 teaspoon baking powder
•	 2 cups sifted confectioners' sugar
•	 1 lemon, juiced

Directions
•	 Place raisins, lemon rind, and whiskey in a small bowl; set aside to soak overnight.
•	 Preheat the oven to 350 degrees F (175 degrees C). Line the bottom of an 8-inch square 

cake pan with parchment paper that is buttered and dusted with flour. Sift flour, salt, 
cloves, and baking powder into a bowl; set aside.

•	 Cream butter and sugar together in a large bowl until light and fluffy. Add egg yolks and 
beat well. Quickly beat in flour mixture. Stir in soaked raisins.

•	 In a separate clean bowl, whip egg whites until stiff; fold into cake batter. Pour into the 
prepared pan and bake in the preheated oven for 45 to 60 minutes, or until a toothpick 
inserted into center of cake comes out clean. Cool cake on a wire rack.

•	 To make glaze: Mix lemon juice, confectioners' sugar, and just enough whiskey and 
warm water so that you can drizzle icing over cake.
