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WATER SHUT OFF COMMON QUESTIONS
Why does this keep happening?

With older parks, like ours, these pipes were installed somewhere
around 40+ years ago and with age comes issues. We have an added
issue here with the trees, the root systems seek out water and that means our
pipes get invaded by the roots looking for water to feed the tree.
hy can't you say how long it will take to repair?

We, nor the vendor, can predict how long a repair will take. They have to locate the prob-
lem, dig it up, somewhere between two feet to six feet down (which takes lots of time because
they must be careful to not hit anything else), cut and fit new piping, they have to glue it on and
wait for it to dry, then test to see if the issue has been fixed. Sometimes, the first fix does not
work, and they must do it again, that means the water gets turned on and then off again. The
water must be turned off and turned on very slowly, so we do not cause any added issues. So,
as you can see, there are many steps to the process, making knowing how long it will be nearly
impossible. It is not that we don't want to help, we just really don't know the answer and don't
want to lie to you.

Why can't you text updates during the process?

We use a pay to text site to send out all our text messages, and we are charged by each
character we use. Sites to do this mass texting for free do not exist. That is why our texts are
noticeably short and sweet. Lots of people send messages back with questions, but we do not
respond because it is not a form of communication that we want you to use back to the office.
We have free forms of communication that you are welcome to use. You can call or email with
your questions, and of course, you can stop by.

hy can't you just shut off areas and not the entire park?

The park was not set up with shut off valves throughout. Each park only has one shut off
valve. To add these valves throughout the park would be a massive project in cost and a huge
commitment from the residents. It could mean a scheduled shut off each week for about 4-6
hours for at least six months to a year. This would be considered an asset management project
because of the extremely high costs and scope of the project. I could only see it being done if
somehow our system failed on a large scale.

What do I do if I see water in the yard or water is spewing out of a pipe
and the office is closed?

The best thing to do is call the maintenance emergency line as quickly as you can. This
number is at the clubhouse bulletin boards, on our front door, and on our voicemail on our office
line. The office phone number is 727-531-3118 and the emergency line is 727-418-1152. One
of our team is always staffing the phone after hours. This is for emergencies only and general
calls can be left on the office voicemail for when we return. If your shut off valve to your home
stops the water from flowing, then most likely, the issue is the responsibility of the Homeowner.
If the water keeps coming, then it would be an issue for us to take care of. This is a general
guideline, but of course, there can be exceptions to anythlng

Why aren't I gettlng the text messages?

We can only text one household member per lot, so make sure whoever is chosen for your
home will share the information as it comes in. If you have "opted out" of any messages from

us before, then you will no longer get any messages from us. We strongly urge you not to do
...continued on p. 6
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that since we only use the text messages when we must for only important notifications. It could
also be sent to a spam folder, so check there. If you are not the homeowner, but feel the mes-
sages should come to you, ask the homeowner to put in writing to the office that they would
like you to get them from now on and we will be happy to do that for you. If you change your
phone number, you must make the office aware, or we will continue to send the messages to
your old number.

The best thing you can do to help with these types of inconveniences is to have five or six
gallons of plain tap water in containers somewhere stored around your home and to always
have plenty of bottled water, especially with Hurricane season here. A little preparation on
your part can make a world of difference. Please keep in mind, the staff nor our vendors
have any control to prevent or "speed up'’ these types of occurrences and therefore should
not be berated or abused as a result of it.

Hope this helps to clear up any questions about water shut offs and please be safe and enjoy
the summer.

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Mix these ingredients for cultural creativity
Do you want to nurture a culture of creativity in your organization? Try to build in these

essential ingredients:

* Curiosity. Ask people questions that challenge the conventional wisdom. En-
courage them to stretch boundaries and take chances on new opportunities.

* Emotion. People who love what they do are better at generating new ideas about their
work. Hire and support people who show a real enthusiasm for your organization and its
mission.

* Tolerance. People won’t suggest ideas if they’re afraid of being punished for failure. En-
courage risk taking by showing forgiveness when things don’t work out, as long as people
are giving their best efforts.

Watch out for ‘masked’ hypertension
B eing diagnosed with high blood pressure may be scary, but thinking your

blood pressure is normal when it’s not? Scarier still.

The Live Science website reports that almost one in eight Americans
who believe their blood pressure is just fine may really have a masked form
of hypertension that doesn’t show up when they visit their doctors. Instead
their blood pressure is elevated during their daily activities, so they may be at increased
risk of heart disease without realizing it. To diagnose masked hypertension, researchers
suggest wearing 12-hour blood pressure monitors that take readings through the day.

The flip side of this phenomenon is so-called “white-coat hypertension,” in which pa-
tients’ blood pressure increases at the doctor’s office (possibly from nervousness?) but is

normal the rest of the time. Unlike masked hypertension, these people don’t appear to be
at a higher risk of heart disease.

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Cleaner air = longer life
Take a deep breath. Lots of them. You’ll be breathing longer these days, thanks to im-

proved air quality. Researchers at Brigham Young University and the Harvard School

of Public Health, writing in the New England Journal of Medicine, say that since the
introduction of the Clean Air Act in 1978, Americans’ life expectancy has increased by 2.72
years. Although changes in smoking habits and better socioeconomic living conditions are a
major factor in our increased longevity, the scientists note that as much as five weeks of our
lengthened lifespans are due to better air because of cuts in auto emissions, steel mills, diesel
engines, and coal-fired power plants.

Exercise may improve cognitive functions in stroke patients
Exercise is essential to good health for everyone. Now a re- ol

cent study suggests that an exercise routine can have positive
mental health benefits for stroke survivors.

A stroke cuts off the flow of blood to the brain, and frequently leaves survivors with physi-
cal and mental impairments. An analysis of 13 clinical trials at the University of Pittsburgh
appears to indicate that moderate aerobic exercise along with strength and balance training is
effective at helping survivors regain such cognitive skills as attention and processing speed.
Exercise programs of four to 12 weeks can be beneficial, even long after a stroke occurs.

The most effective programs emphasized strength, balance, stretching, and aerobic fitness
that increases your heart rate just enough to make patients sweat. Instead of an intense work-
out, walking on a treadmill or riding a recumbent bike appears to have a positive impact—im-
portant news for anyone dealing with the aftermath of a stroke.

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Stay safe when working in the heat
When heat and humidity combine to reduce the amount of evaporation of sweat from

the body, outdoor work can become dangerous even for those in good shape. The key
rules for coping with heat are to drink plenty of water to avoid dehydration and slow
down and cool off when experiencing fatigue, a headache, a high pulse rate, or shallow breath-
ing. Overheating can cause serious, even life-threatening conditions such as heatstroke. Look
out for these symptoms of heat illness: |

* Heat cramps. Working in hot weather can lead to muscle cramps, especial-
ly in the legs, because of brief imbalances in body salts. Cramps become
less frequent as a person becomes used to the heat.

* Heat syncope or fainting. Anyone not used to working in the heat can ex-
perience a quick drop in blood pressure that can lead to fainting. As with heat cramps, the
best approach is to take it easy.

* Heat exhaustion. Losing fluid and salt through perspiration or replacing them in an imbal-
anced way can lead to dizziness and weakness. Body temperature might rise, but shouldn’t
exceed 102 degrees. The best defense is to take it easy and drink plenty of water. Don’t take
salt tablets without consulting a physician.

* Heatstroke. In some cases extreme heat can upset the body’s thermostat, causing body
temperature to rise to 105 degrees or higher. Symptoms are lethargy, confusion, and un-
consciousness. Even a suspicion that someone might be suffering from heatstroke requires
immediate medical aid. Heatstroke can kill.

Stay awake on the road

atigue can be a killer, especially when you’re driving on the open highway for long peri-
ods of time. Here are a few tips for staying safe at the wheel:

* Get enough rest. Try not to start a trip late in the day. Long-distance driving is tough
enough in the daytime. Be ready and awake.

» If possible, don’t drive alone. Passengers can take turns driving, or
at least help you stay awake if you need stimulation.

* Watch your posture. Drive with your head up and your shoulders
back. Tuck your buttocks against the seat back. Legs should not be
fully extended, but flexed at about a 45-degree angle.

* Take frequent breaks. Stretching is good for staying flexible and
awake.
