I am a certified fitness instructor.  For the past 15 years, I have taught Yoga, 
Pilates and strength training at Achieve Therapy in Grand Forks.  Achieve 
Therapy is a physical therapy clinic.  I am also certified as a Silver Sneakers 

instructor.  
I was introduced to Yoga in FV by Kori Van Houten, a former FV resident.   Kori moved on 

and I continued to work with Pam Watkins to offer the Yoga and PiYo classes for FV.  I currently 
teach/lead two classes weekly while I am here for January, February and March.
