Within five years every state was observing the day and in 
1914 President Woodrow Wilson made it a national holiday.  Originally, the custom of wearing 
a white carnation to honor your mother was Anna’s idea.  Eventually, the custom was changed 
to wearing red or pink carnations to honor the living and a white carnation for the deceased.  As 
years passed, the honor of recognizing mothers extended to grandmothers and aunts; anyone 
who was in a mothering role.  The day became known as a day of sending cards, flowers, and 
gifts.  In an unexpected twist, Anna felt the day had become to commercialized and spent the 
remaining years of her life trying to abolish the holiday she created.

We’ve all had mothers, they cared for us when we were sick, they cooked for us, they 
worried about us, they gave us good (and bad) advice.  At times they were our best friend and 
at other times our enemy, we loved them and hated them.  No matter what your relationship is, 
and where she is today – she will always be “Mom”

Writer Franz Kafka (1883–1924) never married and had no 
children. According to a story, he liked to walk through a park 
in Berlin where one day he met a girl who was crying because 

she had lost her favorite doll. She and Kafka searched for the doll unsuc-
cessfully.

Kafka told her to meet him there the next day and they would 
come back to look for her. The next day, when they had not yet 
found the doll, Kafka gave the girl a letter “written” by the doll 
saying, “Please don’t cry. I took a trip to see the world. I will 
write to you about my adventures.”

Thus began a story which continued until the end of Kafka’s 
life.

During their meetings, Kafka read the letters of the doll, carefully written with 
adventures and conversations that the girl found adorable.

Finally, Kafka bought another doll and gave it to the girl. “It doesn’t look like 
my doll at all,” said the girl.

Kafka handed her another letter in which the doll wrote: “My travels have 
changed me.” The little girl hugged the new doll and carried it home.

A year later Kafka died.
Many years afterward, the now-adult girl found a letter inside the doll. In the 

tiny letter, signed by Kafka, was written: “Everything you love will probably be 
lost, but in the end, love will return in another way.”

 So no aliens, but still a fascinating phenomenon for scientists to study.

Here’s the thing—you don’t need a captive audience to be heard. You need better true 
stories, well told. You don’t have to rely on luck to tell better stories, you can do it with 

intention and practice—by design. You don’t need permission to take the stage. You need to 
fi nd and practice telling stories that matter.
