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Information about water shutoff’s

As most residents know, there are times that the water in Eldorado must 
be turned off to make repairs. There is nothing we can do about that, 
but there are some things that we can do to avoid trouble. 

We have adopted a new system to notify residents in the event water is 
turned off. This system will generate a phone call to the residents alerting them 
to the fact that the water is off or will be shortly. If you are not sure if your name is on the parks 
robocall list, I would suggest that you check with the office to make sure they have added you 
to the list.

We suggest that you turn off your hot water heater if you are concerned about it. Also, when 
you want to check if the water has come back on, use the cold water for this purpose to not let 
air into your hot water heater. You can also turn off the water coming into your home, which 
will prevent water from draining out of your home and into the water system. Some folks keep 
a few gallons of water on hand just for such emergencies.

PLEASE DO NOT CALL THE OFFICE TO ASK ABOUT THE WATER. SHUTOFF’S
There is nothing they can do, to help you.
