Updates and Reminders

Trash Removal: Trash pickup is only on Mondays and Thursdays. Please make sure all trash 
is bagged and inside your required trash can with a lid. Trash is not permitted on the sidewalk 
even if it is in a bag or next to your trash can. House trash is not to be taken to the dumpsters, this 
promotes unwelcomed wildlife visits from coyotes, racoons, etc. Bulk furniture is not allowed 
at the dumpster, if you leave bulk furniture at the dumpster area you will be fined.

Recommendation: In white or a bright color write your lot# on both your trash can and lid. 
If the wind blows it down the street maintenance can bring it back to the correct home.

Registration: During home inspections you are required to have an up-to-date registration 
properly displayed on the exterior of your home. In Florida, mobile homes must be registered. 
A numbered decal, instead of a license plate, is issued for identification. State statutes require 
mobile home registrations to be renewed annually by December 31st. Registration fees are set 
by the Department of Motor Vehicles and are based on the length of the mobile home.

Cigarette Butts: Ash tray containers are supplied all throughout the community around 
every amenity. Please be kind to your neighbors and our environment - Do not throw your 
cigarette butts on the ground.

Reminder: Smoking is not permitted inside the pool areas or in front of the amenity doors.
      
Selling your home: Have you decided to sell your home? If so, you are required to notify 

management in writing prior to the sale. Your home must also have an approved inspection. 
See below.

Community Management has the 
right to deny approval of the proposed purchaser if such work is not done; however, approval 
may not be unreasonably withheld.
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Recommendation: Contact the office in advance to selling your home so you can schedule an 
inspection and have additional time to complete. Keep in mind if you have made any alterations 
to your home, you must show proof of approval, or you will be asked to remove the alteration 
prior to the sale.

Pool Furniture: We are noticing more and more permanent brown staining on the new pool 
furniture. This staining is from Suntan Lotion/Tan Oil and is not removable without destroying 
the vinyl of the furniture. Please make sure you are placing a towel on the chair before sitting 
if you are choosing to wear Suntan Lotion/Tan Oil to prevent staining.

Reminder: Please close the umbrellas when you are done using them. Showers should be 
turned off when not in use.

Alterations: Alteration approval/denials, are performed on Wednesdays. The office is 
receiving more and more incomplete alteration requests. Please make sure to provide plenty 
of detail and any drawings or color samples that will help explain your request. Please do not 
fill out the form with light colored markers, it makes it very hard to read. Once your alteration 
request is approved or denied you will receive a copy left at your door and a copy will be added 
to your account.

Recommendation: Keep your approved alterations with your prospectus. If you decide to 
sell your home, you may give these to the buyer who will then also keep the approval of this 
modification.

FLAN DESSERT

This is my flan. It was one of the very first desserts I made as a child, 
and I use the same recipe to this day. My youngest of three, Matias, helped 
with this one; it’s his favorite dessert next to “panqueques con dulce de 
leche aka crepes)! 

To the “flanera”, or custard pan, I add 3/4 c. raw sugar. I set it over low flame until it gets 
melted and turns a bit darker. Not too dark or it gets bitter! Some people add water to the sugar.

Once it’s done, I immediately add the custard. My dad loves when the flan has holes in it 
from the bubbling up of the hot caramel, so I try to pour it in really quickly.

The custard is:
4 eggs, 1 3/4 c 1-2% milk, 1 can of sweetened condensed milk (14 oz), splash of real 

vanilla extract (about 3/4 tsp) and a tiny pinch of salt. Whisk all very well.

To bake:
Water bath, 350°F, about 70 min. Covered with foil. Let cool and refrigerate until ready 

to turn onto rimmed plate.
We like this with a spoonful of dulce de leche or fresh sweetened whipped cream!

The Drive-In Theater

The automobile industry was a strong contributor 
towards the development of the United States in the 
20th century.  It helped revolutionize the production 

of steel, increase demand for oil and related products, and 
help stimulate innovation in all industries.  The automobile 
mobilized our society and with the network of highways, 
we could cross our country in a matter of days.  Along the 
way, our view of the countryside would be peppered by 
road signs suggesting where to stop for the night, grab a 
bite to eat, or if you have the time visit a tourist attraction.  
One could even choose to attend religious services in 
your car, first offered in the 1950s, in California by Rev. 
Robert Schuller of the Crystal Cathedral.  There are a 
few churches, scattered around the country, that still offer 

such religious services.  The last quarter of the 20th century saw the rapid decline of a couple 
of businesses that most of us probably patronized at one time or another, the drive-in restaurant 
(carhop) and drive-in theater. 

My exposure to the drive-in restaurant was primarily from the backseat of my parent’s car.  
Later, when I had my own car, A & W or B & K Root Beer stands were a pleasant alternative 
to the hamburgers and drinks offered by the large chains.  Pig Stand, in 1921, is credited for 
opening the first drive-in restaurant in Texas, two years later Sonic opened its first drive-in 
restaurant.  The local drive-ins, in the greater Akron, Ohio area, that offered tasty burgers and 
other offerings to compete with the larger chains were Swenson’s and Skyway. They are still there 
offering an alternative experience to the pick-up window.  My travels around various sections 
of the country suggested that drive-in restaurants were disappearing.  However, my research 
suggests that the Covid pandemic has helped create a resurgence of the drive-in restaurant.  It 
offers the public a unique casual dining experience while providing an acceptable safe distance 
from the potentially diseased individual or individuals in the next car, sarcasm intended. 

While the drive-in restaurant seems to be making a mild resurgence, the drive-in that thrilled 
me the most in my youth, the drive-in theater, is struggling to survive.  The first attempt at a 
drive-in theater resulted in what seems to have been a hybrid concept.  The Theatre de Guadalupe 
was opened in Las Cruces, New Mexico, on April 23, 1915.  The description suggested that 
700 people could be comfortably seated in the auditorium and had entrances or places for 40 
or more cars, arranged in such a manner that the car owners could see the pictures and all stage 
performances.  The theater closed in July 1916.

In 1921, Claude V. Caver in Comanche, Texas opened another drive-in.  Caver obtained a 
permit from the city to project films downtown. The customer, after parking their cars bumper 
to bumper, watched the screening of silent films from their vehicle.  In the 1920s, the “outdoor 
movie” became a popular form of summer entertainment, but due to logistic difficulties there 
were relatively few “drive-in” experiments.

Then in 1932, supposedly because of his mother’s difficulty to sit comfortably in theater 
seats, Richard M. Hollingshead, Jr., a successful chemical company entrepreneur, seized upon 
the idea of an open-air theater with the customer viewing movies from the comfortable seat of 
their automobile.  He conducted tests on his property in an effort to obtain the optimum viewing 
experience.  A screen was nailed to the trees in his backyard, and with a 1928 Kodak projector 
placed on the hood of his car and a radio placed behind the screen, he began his tests.  He tested 
sound levels with the car windows down and up, simulated rain with a lawn sprinkler.  He placed 
blocks under cars to determine the appropriate size and spacing of ramps so all automobiles 
would have a clear view of the screen.  When satisfied, he applied for a patent for his invention 
in August of 1932 and was granted the patent in May of 1933.  

On June 6, 1933, in Camden, New Jersey he opened the first drive-in theater. Park-In Theaters, 
Inc. offered 400 – 500 spaces and a 40 by 50 ft. screen.  He advertised it as entertainment for 
the entire family with the slogan; “The whole family is welcome, regardless of how noisy the 
children are.”  

The admission charge was 25 cents per car and 25 cents per person.  It has been stated that 
about 600 people came to the theater on opening night, from 20 or 30 different states. It captured 
the attention of many people.  However, failing to make a profit after three years, he decided 
to sell it but during that time the concept had caught on nationwide.  In 1934 several opened 
around the country, in April one in Pennsylvania, July – Galveston, Texas, and in September - 
Los Angeles, California.  Approximately two years past before the Weymouth Drive-In Theatre 
in Weymouth, Massachusetts opened in May of 1936.  In 1937, a drive-in theater opened in 
Ohio, Massachusetts, and Rhode Island, followed by the opening of another 12 during 1938 
and 1939 in California, Florida, Maine, Maryland, Massachusetts, Michigan, New York, Texas, 
and Virginia.

Early drive-in theaters had sound issues.  Hollingshead approach to providing sound was to 
install speakers to a tower but that caused a sound delay for those in the back rows of the drive-in.  
Pico Drive-in Theater, in 1935, tried to solve the problem by placing a row of speakers in front 
of the cars.  Then in 1941, RCA introduced in-car speakers with individual volume control that 
produced satisfactory sound, solving the noise pollution issue.  By the outbreak of World War 
II, 9 of the 15 drive-in theaters operating in the United States were owned by one individual.  
His drive-in theaters had playgrounds and permitted free admission for children.

Following World War II, the country experienced growing prosperity with more jobs, a 
housing boom and more cars produced.  In 1947 the first drive-in capable of holding cars and

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planes opened.  The drive-in theater became an 
affordable weekend destination for the family to 
enjoy an evening of entertaining B-movies, and 
maybe some snacks.  It also became a destination 
for teenage couples seeking… a place of solitude.  

Around 1949 or 1950, Hollingshead’s patent 
was ruled invalid.  Then the number of drive-in 
theaters sky-rocketed during the peak period 
of the 50s and 60s to somewhere between 4500 to over 5000, according to various sources, 
with some drive-ins having full-fledged restaurants, and the theater grounds capable of holding 
thousands of cars.  

In the late 60s, attendance started to wane with the advent of color television and the 
increase of walk-in theaters.  The oil crisis and the adoption of Daylight Savings Time started 
the acceleration and the introduction of VCRs and cable TV helped to continue the decline.  
Suburb expansion eventually made the land too valuable to maintain operations.  During the 
1980’s the number of drive-ins still in operation dropped below 200.  There has been a mild 
increase since 2000 to approximately 325 theaters.  Some former drive-ins are now used as 
flea markets or storage sites.  Others have been sold for housing developments, industrial sites, 
shopping centers or churches.   

It is rather sad that most of the younger generations won’t be able to experience trying to 
watch a movie while swatting at a pesky mosquito or ponder what’s going on in the car with 
the fogged-up windows or wondering if your friends in the trunk will be caught.  Watch a bag 
of popcorn or a hotdog strut across the screen advertising the concession stand and wonder, 
can I get out and use the facilities, go to the concession stand, and get back to the car BEFORE 
the next movie?
