Prepare for Hurricane Season ahead of time

FRUIT SEASON BRINGS PROBLEMS

The citrus trees are beginning to bear larger fruit and it is an attractive
morsel for furry vermin. Fruit rats feast on the fallen fruit as well as fruit on
the tree. Pest experts give us this advice to help control the varmints. 1. Keep
your yard simple and don’t make it a jungle paradise. 2. Don’t feed birds
outside. Rats love birdseed. #. Seal holes and cracks in doors, window frames
and walls. 4. Get rid of clutter, including old furniture, newspapers and boxes. 5. Pick up
fallen fruit, on a daily basis if necessary. 6. Keep your garbage can closed up and don’t put the
curbside containers out until the morning of collection. 7. Work with your neighbors to ensure
that their yards are rat free, too. If your neighbors have rats, you’ll have rats. 8. (You won’t like
this one) Snakes are your friends when it comes to rat control. While snakes can’t solve all rat
problems, they do enjoy eating them. Hawks and owls are good ratters, too.

Do not feed any wild animals, this includes ducks. If you are feeding ducks, you may
get fined by Pinellas County if someone reports it. It is against Ranchero Village rules and
