CAKE:
•	 Baker’s Joy Baking Spray or other baking spray with flour
•	 1 PKG. (18.25 oz.) plain white cake mix
•	 1 Cup (8 oz.) sour cream
•	 1 can (8.5oz.) cream of coconut
•	 ¼ cup vegetable oil
