THIS MONTH IN HISTORY

May 6, 1937 - The German airship Hindenburg burst into 
flames at 7:20 p.m. as it neared the mooring mast at 
Lakehurst, New Jersey, following a trans-Atlantic voyage. 

Thirty six of the 97 passengers and crew were killed. The inferno was caught on film and also 
witnessed by a commentator who broke down amid the emotional impact and exclaimed, "Oh, 
the humanity!" The accident effectively ended commercial airship traffic. 

May 13, 1981 - Pope John Paul II was shot twice at close range while riding in an open 
automobile in St. Peter's Square in Rome. Two other persons were also wounded. An escaped 
terrorist, already under sentence of death for the murder of a Turkish journalist, was immediately 
arrested and was later convicted of attempted murder. The Pope recovered and later held a 
private meeting with the would-be assassin and then publicly forgave him.

May 27, 1937 - In San Francisco, 200,000 people celebrated the grand opening of the 
Golden Gate Bridge by strolling across it.
