1-pkg ranch dry mix
2 cans Pillsberry crescent rolls 
1- red pepper chopped fine
1- yellow pepper chopped fine
1- orange pepper chopped fine
1-red onion chopped baby fine
1- can black olives chopped
1-1/2 C shredded Mexican cheese 

Beat cream cheese, mayo, and dry ranch dressing mix until smooth. Set aside. 
Preheat oven 350 degrees
Remove crescent rolls from the cans and roll out in one big piece onto a large, greased cookie 
sheet. Pinch seams together, if needed. Bake for 8-10 minutes or until golden brown. Let cool 
completely.
When cool, spread the cream cheese mixture on top . Then layer all your chopped vegetables, 
starting with your red onion on the bottom because that's the strongest, then  peppers and black 
olives. You can also add any vegetable that you'd like. Top with shredded Mexican cheese. 
Cut with a pizza cutter into squares. Serve right away or refrigerate and cover well. Enjoy!
